FREE BUYING OF STOCKS.

Advance in Prices of Practically the
Whole List ; i

New York, June 23. Speculative
sentiment towards stocks derived en-
couragement from various causes to-
day. The principal of these were thereports of rain in the spring wheat re
gion and the agreement of meat pack-
ers to the imcreases.in freight rates pro-
posed by the railroads.

A pronounced effect on the specula-
tion both in grain and stocks was
caused by the reported rains. The.vio-le- nt

drop in wheat drew out a demand
for stocks from, the shorts who sold
yesterday.

Large inferences were drawn, from
the announcenrent on behalf yOi the
Chicago meat packers their assent
to the increase in freight rates to be
asked for by the railroads. The coun-
tenance given to these inferences by
the powerful banking interest which is
moet diligent in seeking the assents of
shippers, coupled with the expected
arrival home of the head of the house.
gave tm added influenoe in the spec-
ulation. Intimations were circulated, in
the etook market that similar assents
would be sought y the sajme financial
powervfrom the wholesale grocers, dry
goods merchants and "all other classes
of business"' From these propitious
circumstance it was urged that no
reason-albl- opposition was to be ap
prehended from the interstate com
merce commission to ine proposed in
crease in freight rates and that delay
even might be avoided in putting them
into force. Thta pleasant perspective
so appealed to the speculative imagin-
ation as to iprom.pt free tvuying of
stocks, not only of railroads, but of
industrial corporations, as the advance
in prices became inclusive of practical
ly the whole list.

The money Tnancet gave rutner evi
dence of improving condition and help-
ed materially in cheering speculative
sentiment.
