President Wins

HOUSE RECEDES FROM ITS LABOR
' AMENDMENT.

- LABOR UNIONS NOT EXEMPT

From Operations of the %’MII‘I Anti-
Trust Law—President Much Gratified
at Result of the Vote.

Washington, June 23.—The action of
the house of representatives late today
in receding from [ts Or amendment
1o the sundry ¢ivil Hill marked ths suc-
cessful termination of an all-day fight
by President Taft against what he
termed cless legislation of an impropear
sort and apparently removed the last
real ohstacle in the way of an adjourn-
ment of congress within the next few
days,

Would Not Approve Such a Provision
of Law,

Prosident Taft epent the entire day |
and beat every energy toward the de
feat of the house amendment, which
proposad to exempt labor unions from
the operation of the Sherman antl-trust
law. He threw his whola influence
into the fight sendlng for scores of
reprexentatives and urging them to
dafeat the provision. Mr. Taft declared
that if it cost him the support of every
laboring man in the country he would
not approve such a provision of law.
The lpboring man, ho believed, asked
only egquaelity before the law and was
entitied to o mora.

Rumors of Delay in Adjournment Dis-
posed OF.

It wns the president's fight on
amendment to the big supply bill which
caused rumors that thers undoubtedly
wioitid be a delay in sdjovrmment. Mr.
Tnft falt he had a longer fight befors
him than proved to be the case and
was doobiful of the result until the
vota was finally taken. When Informed
of the result ha made mo attampr to
conceal his sratification.

JUDGE LARDIS" OPINION

In Sustaining the Demurrers of the
Packing House Companies to Indict-

Chicago, June 23.—JFudge Landis in
the Upited States district court here
today sustained the demurrers of the
paeking companies composing the so-
called Beef trust to the indictment
charging a combination in restraint of
trade. A new grand jury was ordered
to renew lnvestgintion of rthe packing
companies and their methods. The
indictment, which was drawn on evi-
dence secured by agents of the federal
government, ran against the National
Packing company -and ita ten subsid-
lary companics, charging violation of
the Bherman anti-trust Jaw.

L Packers Pleased.

Smiles, hand clasps and congratula-
tions were exchanged with much glee
when Judge Landis announeed that
the indictment would neé stand but
the demonsiration came to a sudden
end when ithe court added:

“Call & special grand jury wvenire
of seventy-five men for July 14.°

This body will be ‘ordered to hear
testimony with a view to finding valld
indictmcnts agninst the packing com-

pay.
Judge Landis' Opinion.

The indictment quashed today falled
to show, in the view of Juage Landis,
that any offence had been committed.

It did not
show that within the statutorsy period
the defendants had been engaged In
intersiate commerce. The general
averment that the packing compnanies
engnged In a combination In restraint
of trade, the court declared to be a
mere conclusion, Judge Landis eald:
