INCREASED EXPORTS AND IM-

PORTS.
The May report of the bureau of sta-

tistics of the department of commerce
and labor shows that the total domes-
tic imports for the month are 127.3
million dollars, against 120.9 million
in May of last year; and for the 11
months, 1.5S5 million dollars, against
1,524 million in the corresponding
months of last year.

Of the fifty 'principal articles enum-
erated hy the bureau of statistics in
its monthly advance statement of prin-
cipal articles imported, about twenty
are manufacturers' materials, either
crude or partly manufactured, and
these in practically every case show
an increased importation in the eleven
months ending with May, 1910, com-
pared with the corresponding period
of 190S-0- 9. Hides and skins show an
advance from 69 millions to 105 mil-
lions; India rubber, from 55 millions
to 97 1- -2 million; wool, an increase
from 39 2 million to 50 million;
fibers, an increase! of 2 million dollars;
tin. an Increase of nearly 4 million;
copper, an advance of about 1 2 mil-
lion; leaf tobacco, a gain of more
than 2 million; lumber, an increase of
more than 3 million; cotton, an ad-
vance of 3 million; fur skins, an ad-
vance of 3 2 million; wood pulp, an
increase of nearly 3 million, and pu'p
wood, an advance of nearly 2 milKon
dollars, in eleven months of the cur-
rent year over the corresponding peri-
od of last year.

BRANDEGEE AT WORK.
Senator Brandegee appears to have

been reserving himself for the aus-
picious moment and may yet push
the Appalachian forest reserve bill
through. Doubtless, the senator un-
derstands the situation and will do all
that can be done at this session.
There are certain limitations, how-
ever, beyond which no one can go and
we may feel assured that if the bill
fails to get a hearing and action now,
it will be because no one could have
secured that measure of success for
it. The bill passed by the house and
sent to the senate is in a favorable
situation anJ does not need much
pushing if the senate shall be willing
to consider it at all. There" seems to
lie the whoe business, and Senator
Brandegee probably knows .best how
to reach the desired end if it can be
reached at all this time. If not passed
now it will go over as unfinished bus-
iness, to be taken up at the next ses-
sion.

BLOODHOUND SLEUTHS.

A recent news item from Charles--

T'he hunted man finally gave
himself up and told the officer to whom
he surrendered that he had met one
of the bloodhounds and patted the an-
imal on the head without the dog
sleuth showing any disposition to make
an arrest.

A few
years ag-- a pack of famous blood-
hounds were brought on from Virginia
to hunt a man wajited for murder in
Baltimore county just outside the
limits of Baltimore city.
