CORONER'S HEARING

In Case of Albert Weinasz, Who Fell
or Was Pushed to His Death.

The body of Albert Weinasz, who
died with a broken neck in St. Jo-
seph's hospital, early on the morning
of July Fourth, was viewed on Tues-
day byCrwoncr A. G. Bill of Daniel-so- n,

who gave permission for its bur-
ial. Weinasz had attended an enter-
tainment on Chapman street and on
his return thought he wouid ro and
see Mary Sadecka. When he got
there he found two men with whom
liS got into a flgnt, and during the
right cither fell or was thrown out
of the window. Inmates of the house
claim that he was drunk and fell from
the, third story window. The man's
injuries, were a fracture of the skull
at the base of the brain, and several
dislocated vertebrae in the neck.

At tho hearing- held in the town hall
Jfary Sadfcka, the first witness, said
she was IS years old and had lived
at 35 Ives street for four months. She
denied that Weinasz was at her house
Sunday evening-- The first she knew
of the case she heard a noise, and.
putting on her clothes, she rartown
stairs an'd found him lyiner on the
ground. She denied that either Paul
Leclowicz or Philip Plessa, the men
held, were in her room that night,
and claimed that she did not see
either man on Sunday.

Paul Leclowicz, 19 years old, saw
Mary on Sunday, but did not speak to
her. He did not see her Sunday night.
Was at the celebration on Chapman
street. On the way home was ac-
companied by Philip and. Albert. Al-
bert said he was going to Ives street
to see a girl, and sa'id, if he did not
get into her room he would be back
in half an hour, and for them to wait
for him and go on at the end of that
time if he did not come hack.

While waiting he and Philip sat
down on the grass. They heard a
crash and saw a man's body fall to
the ground. Going: up to the man.
saw it was Albert; did ail he could
to revive him.

Philip Plessa told the same story as
Paul. Lived In Ansonia and came here
last Saturday. Both he and Paul
agreed that Mary was the first per-
son after them to ret to Albert's body.
Philip sard he said "Hello'" to Mary
on Sunday. H stayed with the body
until it was taken to the hospital.

The- hearing continued all the aft-
ernoon. While the testimony does not
prove it. the general impression is that
Albert met his death as a result of a
fight in the hall, though Mary denies
hearing a noise in the ball.
