FINANCIAL ANO

REACTION IN STOCK PRICES.
Early Severe Declines Were Only

Partly Recovered.

New Tor, July 12. Stocks suffered
reaction today after rising in the early
dealing to about the high level of the
rebound which had been in progress
for several days. The movement was
not accompanied by anyiotable change
in tha news of conditions, tout there
was a distinct decrease in demand at
the higher levels incident to the re-
duction of the short interest and the
disinclination of buyers of a more
substantial kind to follow the ruse in
prices in faca of the uncertain views
of the conditions indicated by the six
months of falling prices of stocks.

The copper stocks were the vulnera-
ble spot in the list. Amalgamated Cop-
per falling to a new low level for the
year in consonance with a further
decline in the price of copper in Lon-
don. This affected the general list,
but the establishment of a downward
tendency in the price movement had
the effect of reviving some feeling ot
disquiet over the general business sit
uatlon. The tone of a statement said
to have Veen issued en "behalf of the
German foreign ofHoe regarding diplo
matte relations in Central and South
America was the decisive influence in
shaping the later movement of stock
prices.

The fall in prices of copper metal to
new low levels for several ysars pasc
in London and reports of price eon
cess-ion- also in the New York copper
market put a bad face on the situa
tion in that Industry and on the earn-
ing prospects of companies concerned
in the mimnar and sale or the metal. -

The arguments were used With force
in the speculative movement . aarainsi
Amalgamated Copper owing to the rel-
atively high level at which the stock
is selling in proportion to tha dividend
return compart with other securities
even of the established railroad class.
The development of new copper prop-
erties and the declining rate of the
cost of production for some of them
are used also to influence the- - specula-
tion in Amalgamated.

The eourse of the copper market
gave added effect to the dragging ten-
dency of the steel market and en-

hanced the feeling "that a. marking
down of prices of steel products might
have to be faced befora recuperation
set in effectively.

The weakening effect of the liquida
tion in the coppers and the hesitation
of the buying on account of the ax-tv- it

of the rebound made the market
sensitive to the reported utterance of
the German foreign office. The alleged
statement was so provocative in tone
as to throw some feeling of conster-
nation into the market. Visions of
the Venezuelan panic follow-
ing the message of President Cleveland
on the boundary question and the ex-
cited markets of the Spanish war
period sprang before the speculative
imagination and there was some nasty
throwing over of stocks. The direct
contradiction in the tons of the utter-
ance to the conciliatory statement on
the subject from the same source
earlier in the day served to throw sus-
picion on it and the lack of reliable
confirmation up to the close of busi-
ness left the report discredited and in-
duced the shorts to cover and rally
the market. The earlier severe de-

clines were onjy partly rocevered, leav
ing last prices b?low last nignt, nut
with the tone quite steady.

THIRD PLACE PREDICTED
FOR JENNINGS' TIGERS.

Not Winning Because Pitching Staff
Has Failed. .

In- Ban Johnson's jungle Hughey
Jennings' Tigers do not inspire the
terror they did in days gone by, says
an exchange For three straight years
the .Detroit Shere Khans were lords
of forest and brush, but now their
whiskers have been singed by the
Philadelphia and New-- York Mowgils
and even their own following are be-
ginning to snarl at them.

In Detroit bets of 3 to 2 and 2 to 1
have been made that the home talent
will not finish in the league above
third place.

Hughey Jennings is a leader who,
like the great s financiers of 'history,
has always - put results before senti-
ment. When he believes a player has
seen his ' best days or is losing his
usefulness to the team, he lets him
go and fills his place with a younger
man. He does not follow the tehory
that an old player's knowledge of the
team's policy and inside ball and his
value to the machine offsets his per-
sonal retrogression, but rather pre-
fers to replace every wornout cog at
once.

None of the - infield who played in
the world's series in 1908 was with
the Detroit team in 1909. Only one of
the present inrield, Bush, was even
with the squad two years ago.

Yet the newly constructed team
made Pittsburg hustle the full seven
games to win the series and the
world's championship of 1909. Detroit
has the same men on the .base lines
this y?ar, and they are probably the
strongest infield 'in the American
league, let Jennings' pets are striv
ing hard to keep close behind the lead-
ers, whereas last year they were out
in front during the whole race, except
for three brief periods. What is the
trouble? Almost every fan will tell you
it is the pitching staff. For two years
the Tigers have not made a notewor-
thy discovery for this department.

This year they tried out six twirl-
ers, but each one of them lacked some
of the requirements necessary to pitch
big league ball. Jud Pernell is per-
haps the most promising' of the lot,
but he has much to learn before he
will be useful on the firing line. Har-
den and Vance didn't even last until
the season opened. Ralph Stroud' is
making no progress, although he was
acclaimed as a hot weather pitcher.
Bill Lelivelt has been farmed to the
American association and waivers are
asked on Ralph Works.

So, like six blue bottles hanging on
the wall, they have departed one by
one. Some of last year's castoffs are
doing good work elsewhere. George
Suggs is with Cincinnati and pitching
great ball. Edward Lafitte is making
good with Rochester. These facts,
however, do not help Detroit.

If you know where there is a first
class pitcher unemployed, whisper his
name to Hughey Jennings and he'll
probably hand you a pass good for a
lifetime.
