Need is Great and Prominent Men and
Educators Commend Idea.

That thers will be a woman's college
in Connecticut is the firm conviction
of a number of people, and although
there lias not been much noise made
about it there is. a well defined move-
ment under way to 'establish a wom-
an's college in this state, says the
Hartford Courant. Since Wesleyan
university abolished the coeducational
feature at Middletown there is no col-
lege for girls in Connecticut. The ac-
tion which is being taken Is the result
ot" a discussion in the College club
which brought about the appointment
of a committee in March to investi-
gate the subject.

The members of ths committee are
Miss Elizabeth C. Wright, Mrs. E. V.
Mitchell and Miss Mary M- - Partridge.
They made a report at the annual
meeting of the College club which was
held at the Hartford Golf club May
14,- - endorsing the project of taking
st?ps toward the establishment of a
college, and they were continued in
office for the purpose of further inves-
tigation as to what can be done.

That there is need of a girls' college
is so apparent that tha committee have
found wide approval of their project
They have been carrying on a corre-
spondence with prominent men and

about the state who give their
commendation to the idsa which is be-
ing promulgated. The need is greater
than most people are aware of. The
girls' colleges are crowded to their
limit, and the demand for education is
greater than the supply of colleges can
give. One graduate of Smith college
who was present at the commence-
ment exercise there this year is au-
thority for the statement that over 400
young women who applied for admis-
sion cannot be admitted this coming
autumn owing to lack of room. It is
said that applications for Wellesley
college must be made years ahead:
Vassar has mnr? applications than it
can handle, and the same can be said
of Barnard college in New York.

Aiside from the young women of Con-
necticut, there are hundreds of girls
from the west who wish to come east
for their higher education, Connecti-
cut offers an excellent place for a col-
lege. It stands well in the educational
world in this country.
