MOVEMENTS OF FREIGHT
ON GRAND TRUNK AND C.

Strikebreaking Conductor on New Lon-
don Train Arrested at Brattleboro
for Flourishing a Revolver at Strike
Sympathizers.

Boston. July 21. Further moVement
of freight on the Grand Trunk and
Central Vermont railways and slight
outbreaks of violence at White River
Junction and Windsor. Vt., were the
only features of the ralroad strike sit-
uation in New England today. A
strikebreaking brakeman on. a passen
ger train at White River Junction was
nearly hurled from his car by a stone
thrown by some unknown person today
and tonight, while a crew of strike-
breakers who had been switching
freight cars across the Connecticut
river bridge were returning to town
they were assailed by a volley of
stones. No one was . hurt.

Armed Deputies in Freight Yards.
About forty strikebreakers and dep

uty sheriffs heavily armed camped in
the local yards tonight.

Conductor John Burke Arrested.
John Burke, a strikebreaking con

The strikers telegraphed an answer
back to the effect that the men werje
willing, but thought that the time for
arbitration .had passed. . The railroad
officials mailed their answer, but would
not make its contents known.

AUTOMOBILE PARTY IN RIVER
BARELY ESCAPED DEATH.

Cr Struck Bridge Abutment and
Overturned1 Four ; Hurt.

FRENCH RACPiCKER CONFESSED

Yesterday to the Crime Which Occur- -
- t

red Nine Years Ago Whole of
Franc Stirred at the Time.

Tours, France, July 21. A rag Dick
er named Joseph today confessed to
the assassination April 21, 1901. of
five children of a farmer named Briere
in the vicinity of Chartres. The fa-
ther of the children was found guilty
of the murders and was sentenced to
life imprisonment. He died in prison.

Found Dead in Bed.
The trial of Briere attracted the'at

tention of the whole of FiA.nce. Four
or nis daughters aged respectively. 14,
11, a and 4, and his son, 7 years ofage, -- were loufiar in bed one morning
siaooeu ana beaten to death. Thefarmer was arrested and charged by
the police-wit- h the crime. According
to' a theory- advanced by the police to
proviae a motive for the crime, Briere,wno owned a small farm . near Ceran-- .
cez. wished to marry a woman of con-
siderable wealth. Circumstantial evi
dence led to the conviction that the
farmer, considering his family an en-
cumbrance, murdered his five children
in order to carry out his wishes.
Father Maintained His Innoncence.
Briere stoutly maintained his in-

nocence throughout the trial and de-
clared that two tramps entered the
house during his absence and killed
the children. He added that he re-
turned while the murderers were rob-
bing the place, and that they attacked
him and left him for dead. During
the trial the judge got down from the
bench and gave loud expression to his
opinion of the guilt of the prisoner,
while the spectators veiled with fury:

"Kill him! Kill him!"
A pathetic incident of the trial oc-

curred when Briere's surviving daugh-
ter, who, the police declared, only es-
caped the fate of the other childrenby not responding to Briere's invita-
tion to go to see him, went on the
witness stand, and sobbingly protested
that her father was innocent and beg-
ged the court to restore him to her.

SIGHTS OVERTURNED CANOE

Bar Harbor, Me., July 21. President
Taft will speak on the village green
here tomorrow at noon and have a
chance to see- the year-roun- d residents
of this famous watering place and to
be seen by them. Until Mr. Taft's in-
tention to do 'this was announced to-

GUN CREW TRYING TO
MAKE RAPID FIRE RECORD.

New Charge of Powder Hurried Into
Breech Before Cooling.

Washington. July 21. In the absence
of any report from an official investi
gating- board, officers of the coast ar
tillery can only compare the explosion
to some similar ones wmcn nave oc-

curred in the navy. The. majority.
however, appear to believe that the
explosion was caused by carbon
monoxide, a highly inflammable gas
which forms in the barrels of large
guns, and which is especially danger-ou- r

during rapid flr-'.lg- .

The gun crew at Fortress Monroe
was trying to make a rapid fire rec-
ord. The theory is that the new
charge4of powder was hurried into the
breech before the gases generated by
the previous shot had time to dissi-
pate and before the breech could bs
closed the powder exploded, blowing
off the block and carrying death with
it.

RHODE ISLAND'S POPULATION
. ; FIRST. CENSUS RETURN

of a State Gives an Increase of More
Than 118,000. -

Washington, July 21. Gratifying as
is the increase in the population of
Rhode Island as shown by today's
census returns, the first given out of
a state, the little commonwealth will
be disappointed in any ambition shemay have entertained to add to herrepresentation in congress. By thethirteenth census the state population
is 542,674, an increase of more than
118,000, but this figure is not sufficient-
ly large to insure an additional rep-
resentative. Thus, for at least tenyears 'more, the state will be com-
pelled to get on with two members,as it has been compelled to do since
the apportionment under the first na-
tional census in 1790. - .

By the present system. Rhode Islandwith 428.556 people in the twelfthcensus of 1900 has one representative
to each 214,278 people, an average of
about 21.000 above the requirement
of 193.000. As now shown, the state
has 156,000 more people than are nec-
essary to give two representatives.

Noticeably, the increase in the
state's population is confined almostentirely to' the manufacturing cen-
ters, such as Providence, Pawtucket.Central Falls. Woonsocket, Warwick,
Bristol and Cumberland. In Washington county, the principal agricul
turai county, mere was a growth in
tne ten years of only 798.

BALLOON PHILADELPHIA II.

Left the Quaker City, Passing Over
Six States, 300 Miles in 12 Hours,
Carrying Two Passengers.

Pascoag, R. I., July 21. The balloon
Philadelphia II.. rising from the Quak-
er City at ten o'clock last night, picked
out the little state of Rhode Island for
its landing place, and after passing
over six states during the night and
journeying nearly 300 miles, came
down this morning on a farm two
miles -- south of Piicoag. 233 miles in
an, air line from Philadelphia.

The balloon was piloted by Dr.

Thomas E. Eldridffe, ' president of the
Philadelphia Aeronautical Rec-relio- n

society, who was making his 19th as-
cension. The passengers, also of Phil-
adelphia, were Fred C. Underhill, and
his 17 year old son, Andrew B. Un-
derhill. "'., Reached Altitude of Two Miles.

In distance and duration ot times, 12
hours 5 minutes, the trip broke the
Quaker city records. The highest alt-
itude reached was 10,550 feet, or but
ten feet less than two miles. This
reeond stands second for Philadelphia
balloons, the best previous elevation
mark being 17,050 feet, made by Dr.
Eldridge last June.
Magnificent View of the Hudson by

, Dawn.
The balloon passed north from Phil-

adelphia, going over Flemington, N.
J., at midnight. White Horse was
reached at one o'clock and Haver-stra- w

soon after three in the morning.
A magnificent view of the Hudson
broke on the aeronauts as the first
light of the dawn caiae. Passing over
the Hudson, the balloon took an east-
ward course, passing over Connecticut
and a part of Massachusetts. On en
tering Rhode Island the balloon was
about 10,000 feet ill the air. although
the average elevation throughout the
trip had been between 1,000 and 1,500
feet.

Home by Train.
The aeronauts went to Providence

soon after landing and took an eve-
ning train for home.
