Through the courtesy ®f the New
New York, New Haven & Hartford
Rallway Co. a large carlond of goods
was sent from this city to Stafford
Springs Monday, by a roundabout Wiy,
and is the first that has reached that
place since the bheginning of the strike
on the Central Vermont railrond ten
days ago.
