FINANCIAL AND

VIOLENT REVERSAL.

Price Advance by Leaps and Bounds
Brighter Feeling.

New York, July 27. The action of
the stock markat underwent a violent
reversal from yesterday, with prices
advancing by leaps and bounds where
yesterday they were breaking without
sign of resistance. Speculative senti-
ment underwent a corresponding trans-
formation, but with the usual confu
sion between cause and effect. The
extensive liquidation accomplished
yesterday afforded great relief in itself
and to this was added, according to
currant rumor, some important private
settlements, by which embarrassed ac-
counts were taken over and the neces-
sity thus avoided of continuing the
sacrifices of securities in a market in
which the demand had become well
nigh paralyzed.

The brighter feeling due to these re-
ports was enhanced by a clearer per-
ception of the local nature of the acuta
trouble which was forcing liquidation.
In place of the supposed widespread
sources of the selling based on gen-
eral discouragement with the situation
of trade and money markets, there
emerged the conviction that a con-
fined area represented the limits of the
trouble. A renewed slump in Rock
Island preferred to 54 early in the day
was accepted as one index of the
source of the difficulty. Many rumors
became current of the shifting of large
newly acquired holdings of various
railroad stocks, reaching out from the
east?rn anthracite and trunk line field
and into western and southwestern
connections in the pursuance of an
ambitious project of extension and
merging.

In addition to this source of weak-
ness it was surmised that overexten-
sion in the high capitalization of vari-
ous new copper properties small Indi-
vidually was In process of correction.

The maturity of loans in which the
securities involved in those ventures
figured as collateral was supposed to
have given the occasion for the severe
curtailment. The perception of these
special causes today put a new face
on the demoralized appearance of
things yesterday.

Uondon joined actively in the day's
buying on a sufficient scale to affect
the foreign exchange market. Subsi-
dence of the forced liquidation relieved
that market of apprehensions in con-
nection with the stock market settle-
ment in progress.

An example of the reversal of spec-
ulative form was found in the prefer-
ence shown for the item of earnings in
the United States Steel quarterly re-
port over that of the unfilled tonnage
on hand in the selection of a topic for
discussion. The increase in the earn-
ings over anticipations was pointed
out as a matter for encouragement,
while little attention was paid to the
excess --over the estimates of the in-
crease in unfilled orders on hand.

The wild advance In the cotton mar-
ket failed to destroy the increased
confidence manifest in the stock mar-
ket. The hazardous state of a part of
the corn crop also lost its influence
for the time being.

Total sales,
par value. $2,980,000. United States
bonds were unchanged on call.

Tinkers with baseball law are try
ing to change. the frame, so that bat-
ting might increase. Various sugges-
tions have been made, some of them
worthy and some of them absurd.
- One writer goes so far as to say
that a return to the old style In which
tne batsman asks for a high ball, low
ball or any . kind ot if11 ne desires
might solve - the so-cal-led problem.
This writer was not trying to be hu-
morous, but was dead serious, wliich
reflects some of the absurdities one,
occasionally encounters Jn baseball
Mterature. ,

In .all the mass of suggestions to
promote batting, ' nobody has pointed
out how present day baseball was ao
disgustingly unsatisfactory that it
ought to be changed at all.

Would a fan like an 18 to 7 game
bsrtter than a 2 to 1 contest? What ia
Wrong with modern baseball?

The people want lots of hitting, they
answer. How do they know they do?
Do the men who go out to games ev-
ery day want to e two and a half
hours of aimless slugging? Possibly
the man who sees one game a year
would like to see a quarter season of
hitting on the one day he enriches
the club's treasury, but how about
the others, who go regularly and are
the backbone and support of thegame?

To take drastic legislation to in-
crease hitting would simply ruin thegame. It would be taking a atep back-
ward. It would put inferior managers
on a footing with the competent man-
agers.

Nobody ever hears the Macks, Jen-
nings, McGrawa, Clarkes and Chancesmaking a wall about the lack of hit-
ting. These shrewd managers are al-
ways able to gather about them a
number of men who are able to worry
a pitcher once In a while. Look at the
Collinses. Murphys, Bakers, Davlses,
Cobba, Crawfords. Doyles. Brldwells.
Wagners Leaches, Millers, Tinkers
and Holinans. They are not thlnkitig
much about the ce of thepitcher. f .

The pa me as It Is playedtoday can-
not be improved. It; la a battle of wits,
with one team trying desperately to
outguess the other;rnd the opponent
equally on tile alert to know what Is
going on.

In th.-- game today a hit has some
meaning. We are sure to see a con-
test and not 18 men In a rough, wit-
less, lenther mauling duel. The pitch-e- m

today are good. That is a fact.
Whn a Mathewson, Bender, Joss or
Walsh is carded to perform, you can
generally take It for granted that you
will see hlgh-clii- work In the box.

But there is plenty of good solid
hilling all the time.- There is no need to return to old
cat or town ball. The sport is satis-
factory to the majority of persons
that support the game today, evtsn if
some superannuated wrltertj, alwSiys
barking about the glorious past, want
to 4--0 back to the seventies.
