Raise to Interstate Commerce Com -

mission. i

The clerks of the freight auditing and
disbursement departments of the New
Haven road are busy people these
warm nights trying to show the com-
pany's right to raise, the rate of freight
on the New Haven road. The lights
in the Yellow building. New Haven,
have been burning brightly every night
for the past waek until long after 10
o'clock, and will continue to do so un-
til about the middle of next month. .

The company's increase on passenger
rates over the system has been accept-
ed by the interstate commerce com-
mission without any objection to speak
of. but the petition filed with the in-

terstate commission to increase the
rates on freight has been held up, and
from appearances it will be some time
before the freight rates are raised, it
they, are raised at all. In order to
raise the rates the road must show the
commissioners that it costs more to
keap things rolling than it did in past
years. While in the freight depart-
ment they "are comparing the old and
proposed new rates on freight, to get
the new figures for the company, the
disbursement department is hard at
work getting ready their statement of
what it costs to keep things rolling.

It is the road's plan to compare the
amounts bf their bills with those of
the past four or five years and in this
way show the interstate commerce
commission tha high price of material
at present and that the road is just in
raising the rates on freight.

vented the first pin-sticki- ng machine,
which was quite as important as the
pin-maki- machine, because in order
to sell pins to a woman it is abso-
lutely necessary to hand them to her
in such a way that the points do not
get in the ends of her fingers. Sam
Slocum did that back in 1841. and the
pin industry has been picking up ever
sinca.

TTncle Sam will count the number of
pins that are made in the United States
this year and tell us some months
hence how much progress we have
made since 1900, when the product
nearly all in Connecticut factories, re-
member was 50,167,187 gross, valued
at $898,054. It was kind of the "little
father" at Washington to be epeciftc in
his inquiries and to ascertain for us
that all these pins were common or
toilet pins the kind abhorred by all
infants and barefooted boys excapt
1,040.284 gross safetv pins and 1,189,- -
101 gross hairpins. This year, we sup-
pose, there will be a count of hat-
pins, too. Why not. when one woman's
hot (out of how many millions?) often
contains half a dozen of them.
