THE NEW HAVEN ROAD.

Its Wage Increase Approximates $1,- -
500,000 a Year.

The wage situation on the X. N.
M. Ac i. lines has now reached a no
ritinn where it is possible to get avery close approximation of the total
cost of the wage increases authorized
in the 'att three months, and the in-
creased measure of income which re
cent advances In passenger rates may
be expected to afford.

At pvent the increase in wages isrunning at the rate of $40,000 per
week, or say J2.800.000 per annum.
Of this amount $500,000 represents
additional wage expense due to in-
crease in the number of employes.
Th lten is likely to vary either way,
due to the course of traffic, and it is
fair to traame that the new business
wh.cn this additional help is hired to
handle .'111 pay for its maintenance.
Strictly rpeaking, therefore, the New
Jiavea road has granted its employes
increased wages of $1,500,000. or at
the rate of $30,000 per week.

. The alvance in passenger rates dv

inaugurated, or to be inaug-
urated, provide for additional income,
which tee management estimates at
J1.0S0.P0'- - per annum. This figure is
arrived at by taking the increased
rates and applying them to exactly
the same volume of traffic that was
handled on any given part of the sys-
tem duf ng the fiscal twelve months
to June 30.
