EARLY STEAMBOATS
ON THE THAMES.

Fanny and New London Among the
Earliest on the River— Bestween
Norwich and New York.

In a history of early navigation now
running in & nautical publication, an
Article is given to the Fanny, a steam-

running from New York to New
an!on and Norwleh in 18356, S8he
was build for the Huodson trade but
with the large number of steamboats
on that river at the time there was
not a great deal of profit to be made
on the Hudson and =0 a new route was
found for the Fanny early In June.
Her owner, John Douglas, who was
her commander, disposed of part' in-
terest on June 7, 1825, to Dwight Rip-
ley, John Breed and Jedediah Hunt-
ington of Norwich, and the Fanny
went on the iine from Neéw York to
Norwich, forming a new route to Hos-
ton.

At the time the Fanny wiais put on
the Norwich line, another new steam-
boat, the New London (which succeed-
ed the Henry Eckford), was running
batween New York and New London.
The New London remaines! on.the line
only until August, when she was sold
to the Troy Steamboat company and
weént on the Hudson, Ieaving the
Fanny alone on the route, She ran th
Norwich a number of years. On June
14, 1831, the Fanny was sold to Elijah
Peek of Oyaster Bay. N. Y., and on
Juneé 16, 1832, lransferred to Charles
Hoyt of Brooklvn and Curtls Peck of
Flushing, R. 1. She ran to nearby
points on the Sound at this time and

soon afterward she went into the
bands of jhe Iate Capt. Jacob H.
Tremper of Rondout, N. Y., and with
this, hisz first steamboat. he estab-

lished a line between New York and
Mariborough on the Hudson.
One of the new steambonis (0 Aap-

New London, which had been built
for the New York and New London
line earlier in the season, hut which in
August was purchased by Lhe owners
of the steamboat Chief Juostice Mar-
shall. The New London was bullt In
Stonington, her Arst enroliment being
made in New London, April 7, 1825,
Bhe was sold August 20, 1833, to the
Troy Steamboat company.  OfMelally,
she was 109 feet 9 Inchea long, 22 feat
7 inches beam, and B  feet <deep. her
tonnage being 183 45-85. She carried
a single mast for spreading salls, for-
ward.

The New London was used a8 n pas-
genger and as a towing steamer for
many years, belng commanded in 1838
¢by Capt. A. Hitchcock.
