FINANCIAL AND

GRAIN CROPS AND COPPERS

Attracted Much Attention in Wall
Street Monday Feverish Fluctua-
tions.

New York, Aug. 8. The government
report on condition of the grain crops
on August 1st and the July statistics
of the Copper Producers' association
were the two items of news which

the most attention in the finan-
cial. flistriett oday.f The effect was more
oj depression than stimulation on spec-
ulative activity, as the appearance of
the two reports did not occur until the
session of the stock exchange was well
advanced. The first effect of the gov-
ernment crop report was to depress
prices sharply, hut a rally followed.

The copper producers' report was
well received, more from its contrast
with predictions of its contents than
from positive betterment in trade con-
ditions to be inferred from its showing.
The impression had got abroad that a
substantial increase in the surplus
stock on hand would be shown by the
report. An increase of only ' 2,254,661
pounds was accepted, therefore, as an
agreeable disappointment .

The feverish fluctuations followed
the appearance of the crop report in
the last half hour of the stock mar-
ket.

REVENUE CUTTER
SCHOOL STARTED.

Schoolship Itasca Cornea to Fort Trum-
bull, at New London.

With the arrival at New London on
Saturday of the schoolship Itasca of
the revenue cutter service, from an ex-
tended foreign cruise, the headquarters
of the revenue cutter training school
for cadets was established in New
London.

The former location of the school, at
Arundel, near Baltimore, Md., has been
abandoned, and Fort Trumbull now be-
comes the barracks.

The Itasca on its foreign cruise car-
ried 51 cadets and visited England and
ports in the Mediteritaenan and the
Azores. As New London waa the first

'American port visited after the trip
from foreign watera the ship had to
pass through quarantine. Health Offi-
cer Dr. J. T. Black went aboard the
Itasca and gave her a clean bill of
health and she came in early Monday
morning.

There is satisfaction in the location
at Fort Trumbull of the revenue
school. It is the culmination of more
than a year's effort to get the depart-
ment to locate the school there. W. p.
Forbes of the W. D. Forbes company
led the movement. With the location
of the marine school at the navy yard
and the revenue Bchool at Fort Trum-
bull New London is coming into naval
prominence' again. .

Alraady it has been figured out that
the school will mean at least 1100,000
annually to New London merchants. It
will also give this section of the coast
greater prestige, besides adding one
more to the various institutions the
government has ?en fit to establish
in this district. With ita coming and
with the recent opening of a school
for marines at the New London navy
yard, the section of the Atlantic coast
from . Narragansett bay to New York
looms large in training facilities .for
Uncle Sam's-aoldier- s, sailors and all-rou-

handy men.
The United States revenue service

school is to the treasury department
what West Point and Annapolis are,
respectively, to the -- war and navy de-
partments. In it are trained all ofli-ce- ra

for the service, which is said to
be more attractive than either the
army or the navy. At present the
school at Arundel Cove numbers about
sixty cadetrt, with a faculty of ten off-
icers.

The requirements for entrance are
that all applieanta shall be American
cttiaens from 18 to 24 years of age.
They must have a high achool educa-
tion and must attain a satisfactory
mark in all the entrance examinations.
Applicants for the engineering depart-
ment must be graduates of a technical
school, not under 21 nor over 27 years
old.

The course, both regular and engi-
neering, covers a period of three years.
The studies are quite similar to those
at Annapolis and are as difficult. Upon
the successful completion of their
work all the line graduatas are com-
missioned third lieutenants, which cor-
responds to the rank of second lieu-
tenant in the army.- - The pay for the
first year is $2,000. with an increaae of
10 per cent, every flva years, dating
from entrance into the service.' The rank of first lieutenant In the
revenue cutter aervlce ia equal to that
of a captain in the army. A first lieu-
tenant receives a salary of (2.400 a
year, while a captain gets $3,009 his
first year, with gradual increases until
he reaches the maximum of $4,000.

When stationed ashore officers are
allowed from $700 to $1,200 in addition
to thsir regular salaries. The engineer
cadets after graduation serve for the
first six months at a salary of $7S a
month with one ration, equivalent to
30 cents a day. If they measure up to
the red i red standard dring those six'
months they are eligible to bscome
third lieutenants, with the same pay a
third lieutenant of the line receives.
The different ranks for enginesrs ex-
tend up as far as captain.
