'"Crampton, they tell me, is a typical

old Xew England town. I resent this.
Th-- word typical' jars. To me Cramp-to- n

is not typical,-bu- t unique, the only
town in the world. My fore-bea- rs

helped to make it what it is. I was
born here, I have lived here all my
life, I know everybody, I have always
known everybody and there are no
better people on earth. It seems to
me that to have been born in Cramp-to- n,

to have lived here happily and
long, then, at last, to die hera among
friends, and to be buried under' the
beauty of ita ever-greenne- ought to
be enough to content anybody. It is
enough to content me.

"They tall me I am " growing old.
This jars, too. What if my beard is
gray! Boys in their twenties are so
ready to think no one is young but
themselves. It does seem a long time
since I went to school, the little dis-
trict school on the hill- - hard by the
maeting house. I pretend to no lit-
erary skill, to no ekill at all by which
to piece together my scraps of Infor-
mation, my bits of memories, or the
traits and incidepts I take note of
every day. For I see and hear much
more than those nearest me suspect.
X'ature gave me eyes and ears, as well
as the something inside me that throbs.
Nature gave me, too, a passion for the
play of events, a delight in drama. And
w here can one find . more passion or
play than in the varying dream of life,
enacted on the plane of human- - exist-
ence? Old or young, I am still, as I
have always been, an impassioned ob-
server of lifa.

THE BLUES AND WHAT TO DO
WITH THEM.

Who in the world first dubbed sea-
sons of depression "the Blues?"' If itwere not too late I should enter avigorous remonstrance against con-
necting one of my favorite colors witha very disagreeable and painful men-tal state. When I look into the deep
blue eyes of a dear little girl I know,when I gaze' into ' the azure heav-ens, when my eye lights upon a beau-
tiful turquoise stone, when I see theblue banner associated with a certaincollege I wonder why blue shouldtypify in the moral and spiritual realmsomething far from pleasing. Whvshould ministers talk-abou- blue Mon-days? Why not talk about greenTuesdays and violet Wednesdays?

Well, the phrase is here "and tostay. And the thing for which It
stands is a grim reality. Few of usescape the moments when life seemsan almost intolerable burden, whenwe are oppressed with its mysteries,
when it stales on us and becomes un-
speakably flat and cheap, when thewaves of depression roll in upon our
souls and for the time being submerge
us.

Can ve do nothing then but allow
ourselves meekly to be submerged
and then wait, as Noah did. for thewaters to abate? I do not think we
are left in such a plight. "W'e can
certainly get the right point of viewconcerning them. .And right here, ifanywhere, is to be found a reason forcalling these exepriences the blues. As
we need the blue of the sky to offset
the gorgeous tints of sunrise and sun
set, so our human life cannot be one
continuous series of high lights. There
13 a hymn, one of whose verses begin:
I thank thee, Lord, that all our joy

Is touched with pain;
Th:)t shadows fall on darkest hours,

That thorns remain;
So that earth's bliss may be our guide

And not our chain.

The order of life seems to involve a
certain measure of discipline, of re-
action from exceptional happiness, of
the temporary sway of moods in which
we feel the weight and strain and
unsatisfactoriness of existence

Such moods are not peculiar to "us;
they are common in the race. The
best men and women in all the cen-
turies have been subject to them.
"Think it not strange." writes the
apostle Peter, to a group of early
Christians, referring to fiery trials
that were upon them. This Is the
philosophical side of the blues, and if
we need a phloeophy of life we need
it. when the skies are leaden above
us.

But there is a 'practical- side that
deals with the kind ot,an active fight
we ought to put up against these in-
vaders of our r peace and happiness.
For blues are to be fought with all
the infantry, artillery and cavalry we
can muster. Here are three sugges-
tions for the warfare:

First, get out into the open. Emer-
son used to send his children out for
a walk when they became unbearably
cross in the house. And a dose of
sunshine and fresh air helps mighti-
ly when we are in the grip of the
blues. And stay in the open loin
enough to let the hills and the val-
leys, the stars and tha stones, tha
birds and th flowers whisker to you
their message of hope.

Get to work. Buckle down all the
harder to- - the routine duty. Tackle
the thing that looks ha-r- and insur
mountable, fjo something for some
body else. Why are missionaries sel
dom blue? Because they are" in the
thick of the contest and on the firin-- f
line. ' '

In the third place. Consider every
attack of the blues a call to a deeper
life with aod. The only sure cure lies
m this direction. Under, tho dorniaa- -
