Takes British -- American Trophy After
Spectacular Race With Pioneer.

Pluging along at high speed after all
her competitors had broken down, the
Dixie II, owned and steered by Fred-
erick K. Burnham, vica commodore of
the Motor Boat club of America, won
the British-America- n international tro-
phy race for motor boats over the
I,archniont course Saturday afternoon.
The Dixie proved the winner because
her engines k?pt running while the
other boats had. to stop for temporary
repairs, and when the Tatter were de-
liberating as to while they they would
be started again the American craft
was under way all th? time.

The Pioneer, owned by the Duke of

K. Robins, raced over the course for
the rst seven miles at a marvc-!o-
rate of speed, but she had a break-
down, due to her overheated engines,
and was compelled to stop..

Until she came to grief tha Pioneer
had shown that she was faster than
the Dixie, but the former was unable
to keep up her speed, and by consistent
running of her motors the Burnham
boatvmade up the differ?nce. Not once
did the Dixie stop her engines, and if
she had been hard pressed there is no
doubt she would have attained at !eal
forty miles an hour throughout the
run.

The Dixie's elapsed time was 46 mini
utes 44 seconds and the Pioneer' 59
minutes 21 seconds, a difference of 12
minutes 37 seconds in favor of the
winner.
