In addition to the cisterns being sup-
plied with water from small pipes
some were pipad tb receive the roof
water from churches or buildings with
roofs of large area. These weare bullt
so that the cover of the ¢istern would
be in the sidekalk about 10 inches
above grade of street which allowed
an overflow pipe to the gutter, thus
keeping the cistern filled In wet =ca-
son# unlese emptied DY use at a fire.
With this deseription of the old cis-
terns, thelr construction and the way
they weore filled with water T will en-
deavor 10 give miy reasons for retain-
ing old ‘cisterns and locating new ones
whera posaible.

Wherever possible T have had all old
cisterns brought up io grade, clesned
out, and connected up with supply
plpes from 4 Ineh to § inch size with
gntes near- the clsterns that can be
controlied by the stoker of the en-
gines, with gate key carriad on each
engine. The pressure at the gates will
vary from 85 lba. in the busMess dis-
tyict to 25 ibs. on hiilz in resident sec-
tions. It Is well known that there are
many kinds of filre ¢cisterns In use in
addition to those bricked up or of
conerete construction and piped wp
with watler under pressure, such as
surface waler peservolrs used in many
clties, Also the methed of dropping a
rubber bag Into catch basins and in
man holes and fAlling from hydrants
with lines of hose, any kind of cis-
tern tank, box or barrel with provision
for filling with water, of sufficlent
quantity to supply ohe Or mora en-
zines i= the ohject sought and attaln-
ed If the fires are extingulshed.

Ferhaps the best argument for re-
taining fire clisterns 1s, it they are lo-
mated in public squares, or wide areus,
of sufficient capacity to care for =t
lenst two engines, there is little lia-
bility of being  buried under falling
walls or heing obliged to move ns you
would have to from hydrants in case
of a large fire If taking water under
pressure from hydrants at the ourb.
Alzo that ever lmportant problem of
the interchangeability of couplings
when assistance la sent other citles, II
they carry their own hose the problem
is partly solved with cisterns whether
the hose couplings are standard or
not., This alone is sufficient to war-
rant the expense of maintalning cis-
terns,

The matter of keeping the cistern
filled whila playing can be left to ths
stoker of.the engine, it being supposed
that the te controlling the water t0
the cistern I8 placed nenr tho cistern
and with a reasonable slze pipe with
water under sufficient hesd to keep
the clistern full

To sum wup, of what advantages are
fira clsternas?

1st. If properly located in wiie
areas, they sre invaluable In case of
a confingation, by not being obliged
to plek up and get away -from falling
walls,

2nd, If outside assistance s re-
quasted from some <ity not having
couplings that will interchange, it will
make no difference if they bring suf-
ficient hosa with thelr engine and
draft from cistern.

ird. It will compel those in charge
of englnes to see that they are in good
condition for draughting water, as it
s well known that taking water from
A hvdmamnt under pressure is better for
a sick engine thmn when draughting.

4th. Again in ofties with rivers,
ponds or canals, flowing through or
around them; cisterns can be utilized
by stationing the Hirger engines at tho
source of supply and pumping inte the
clgtern &nd from clstern te fire, in
case of break in ghains.

5th. Should a ak occur In a water
main durlng a Iarge fire the water can
be sent Into the cistern by dammins
up tha flow sufficient to supply en-
Eines,

6th. In citles of amall size, water
mains ars apt to be" laid too small,
and the size Is not increasad without
the usual amount of talk and trouble.
So that even a good water system and
a pressure sufficlent for a small fire
tind a few stréeams, engines stationed
at clsterns will be found invaluable In
chises larger and heavier streams are
naedad.

Finally my experience has been to
try-and keep in good condition all fira
cisterns of whatever size or type, even
with an abundance of water under
pressure, and with rivers and ponds
near at hand, as the ’lma comes to all
whan every avallnble' source of water
supply and every awvaliable engine is
required to siop large fires

ticr of Salem village, Mass. The Aborn
family is one of honornble standing in

New England for 250 yezars. Ian his
childhood his parents removed to Ox-
ford, Mass, and in that city, first in
the common schools and later In Ox-
ford High school. from which he grad-.
usted, he recelved his education. His
early life was spent on the farm and
later he hecam> a clerk In a stare

In 1868 Mr. Aborn came {00 Norwich,
beginning his business life as a clerk
with the Norwich Grocery company at
No, 170 West Main street. Two years
léter he became the proprietor, suc-
ceesfully conducted a grocery and feed

store until he retired in 1880, Seven
lyears of this time he had C. H. Hul-
burt in partnership, under the firm

name of Hulburt & Aborn., Since 1890
Mr., Aborn has given his attention to
real estate transactions.

Mr. Aborn in his political affilintionsa
Wis a republican and while not a poli-
tician he filled with credit & number
of public truste, In 1884 he was plect-
od to the court of common council,
and for about a decade., beginning in
1574, he was a momber of the West
Chelsea school board part of the time
as its chairman. While on this board
he was largely instrumental In wip-
Ing out a long standing ‘debt of some
$25,000.,

In June, 1893, he was chosen an al-
derman and served four years In
1596 Mr. Aborn waa the republican
candldate for mayor. The democratlc
candidate received a majority of the
votes cast; but 80 many® of them were
declared illegal that Mr Aborn was
declared electexd; rather than become
mayor on a technicality, however. he
refused to accept the office. Mr, Aborn
wue an active member of the Nor-
wich board of trede and was its eighth
president, egerving in 1900-1902, Mr,
Aborn was elected to the =tate ssnate
from the Niheteenth district In 1906,
and served on these three commitiees,
bumane Institutfons, [(orfeited rights,
and manufactures, being chalrman of
the last named. In all these positions
he showed himé#elf a public spirited
and enterprising citlzen.

Early a member of the Baptist church
in Oxford, Mase. he was an active
worker at the First Baptist church
in this city, assisted materially in rais-
ing the funds for the bullding of the
present structure, and was a mem-
ber of the bullding committee For
many yeuars he was & trustes of the
church society, He was & member of
Somerset lodge. No. 24, F, and A, M.,
Franklin chapter, No. 4, R. A. M,
Franklin council No. 3, R. and 8 M,
and Columbia commandery, No, 4, K.T.

On December 286, 1852, Mr. Aborn
married faucy A. Clark, who died
March 18, 1878. Their only son. Frank
Clinton, was born March 10, 1568, and
died February 24 1890.

SBurviving Mr. Aborn are ona sis-
ter, Mrs. Daniel Kelly of Worcester,
a nephew, Garry Kelly of Worcester,

and two cousins, Mrs. Juiia R. Fease
and Mrs C, H Hulburt, both of this
city.
