Washington, Aug. 26. Clem?nt S.
Ucker, chief clerk of tha interior de-
partment, who returned today from a
trip of inspection of the Glacier Na-
tional park in Montana, thinks the ma-
jority of the forest fires in the park
were startsd by lightning, while others
were traceable to carelessness and ma-
liciousness. .

Famous Gypsy Violinist.
Louis llunczy. the most famous of

Hungarian gypsy violinists, who died
at the age of 63 years, had traveled
over the greater part of the world
with his band, which he conducted,
while .playing the first violin himself,
and had appeared before most Eivu-pea- n

monarchs. He was a particular
favorite of the late Empress Elizabeth,
who frequently summoned him to play
before her. His career was an Inter-
esting one, as an attempt was made in
his youth by a wealthy patron to makean orthodox violinist of him by send-
ing him to study at the Vienna Con.
servatorium. Despite this training,
however, the traditions of his rac--
were too strong, for. like other gypsy
musicians, he was never able to play
classical music eorrecily, but always
modified the score while playing so as
to make it suit the gypsy style. Munc-t- y

made u great deal of money,, some
Of it by the proceeds of the sale of
jewels which Hungarian ladies used
sometimes to tear off their necks and
hands and throw at his fef t when they
were carried away by his piuying. He
is said to have left property valued at
$400,000.

She incur-
red severe wounds on bar face and
head and was badly bruised about thebody.

A SLIGHT HOARSENESS.

Brought On by Constant Strain of Car
Platform Talks.

Omaha, Neb., Aug. 26. A slight
hoarseness developing, Theodore Roose-
velt at the close of the second day of
his tour was prevailed on by friends to
shorten hie speeches. He does not ex
pact any difficulty In making: all of his
speeches, tout the constant strain of car
platform talks has caused a slight sen-
sitiveness in his throat. He probably
will have some reet during the trip to
Cheyenne, where he is due tomorrow.

Representative Waiter I. Smith,
staunch friend of Speaker Cannon and
one of the strongest men in the "old
guard" in congrass. was Colonel Roose
velt's escort when he reached Council
Bluffs todav.

Representative Smith introduced
Colonel Roosevelt as the "most disttn
giiished American" to the crowd which
had gathered in the park. - The colonel
had hardly begun to speak wnen some
one called out:

"How about New York?"
"Well, there is the New York Issue,1

the colonel said. "It is perfectly plain
that I stand primarily for political
cleanliness and decency and for popu
lar rule. Sometimes I do not agree
with all the people. I try my best to
represent them as far as I can. I will
do anything for them except that which
is wrong, and that I will not. do for any

"It is our duty to war against cor
ruption In every form. Distrust tha
men who appeals to you on the ground
that he is against the corruption of
one particular class, hut cannot see
corruption in someone else, i Know
financiers, and the papers that repre
sent great financiers, who are bitter
against corruption in small politicians
or in labor leaders, hut who cannot see
it in great business men or concerns.

through inflated car repair bills.

Rawn's Name Brought In.

Engineer Reuther's Testimony.
Reuther testifiad as to the organiza-

tion in 1906 of the Osterman company,
a Chicago concern, to which Illinois
Central cars were sent for repairs. He
declared he was ousted from his posi-
tion as general manager and director
so that Taylor, one of the defendants,
might be made dtrector.

Reuther testified that Osterman told
him pi presenting Taylor wtth 2.000
shares of the Osterman company stock,
adding that" he would give a similar
block to Rawn, at that time vice presi-
dent of the road, Harrlman, Baiter and
Renshaw.

Reuther testifying further aid:
"One day I was walking through theyards with Osterman when we came

upon a huge pile of lumber.
"He said that the lumber was worthat least $15,000 and said he would get

the money to pay for it. A while later
we came upon many tiers of brass
journals and other brass car parts. Ha
said: 'There's some easy money.'

"I said lie had better look out forthat easy money business or that he
would get into trouble. Osterman re-
