FINANCIAL AND

GENERAL RECOVERY

On Small Overturn of Business from
Thursday's Decline.

New York, Aug. 26. On the smallest
overturn of business this week, today's
stock tnarfcet mads general recovery
from the declines of yesterday, when
rumors of frost in the northwest pre-
cipitated a general selling movement.
These rumors were dispelled today and
the decline in corn options resulted in
a strong recovery by those stocks
which were weakest yesterday. The
character of today's trading, however,
together with its mere than ordinarily
narrow range, render serious discus-
sion unnecessary. Business during the
noon hour amounted to about 14,000
shares. The Influential interests con-
tinued their recent policy of Inactivity
and manipulation for the rise in cer-
tain stocks was so obvious as to work
its own defeat.

Political factors, while no more pro-
nounced than In the early week, tend-
ed towards further unsettlement. The
enthusiasm of the crowds which are
greeting Colonel Roosevelt on his west-
ern tour and the
speaches, which reiterate his well
known views regarding- corporations,
provoked serious discussion in many
conservative quarters.

Americans rallied in the London
market, but general markets abroad
were quiet. Foreign exchange here
ruled easier, the demand for remittance
by tomorrow's steamers being below
tne supply.

Indications point to a small cash
gain toy the banks In their operations
with the sub-treasu- ry for the week,
but Inasmuch as many direct ship
ments of currency have been made to
interior points and Canada the sup-
posed gain may readily be turned into
a loss. Bank clearings in the aggre-
gate all over the country show a con-
tinued shrinkage, the loss for the week
being over 20 per ent., compared with
last year. The reduced volume of
clearings Is again chiefly due to the
marked falling off in this city, while
Chicago, Pittsburg, Cleveland, Balti
more. Kansas City and San Francisco
all report increases.
