Cystic Concern to Construct 100 H. P.
Gasolins Engine for the Purpose.

The feat of crossing the Atlantic
ocean by motor boat with gasoline as
a propelling power is a matter that the
Holmes Motor company of West Mystic
is to figure prominently in. since this
company ha been awarded the con-
tract to build for the purpose a largs
ocean going launch, work on which
will be started soon, and has already
commenced the construction of a 100
horse power gasoline Holmes engine
especially for the purpose. M. Frank
Dennis of Naw York, the man who has
ordered the engine and boat, has issued
a challenge to race anyone under con-
ditions to be agreed upon in a motor
boat race from New York to Paris.
The boat will be named ths Carolina
II and it will be recalled that it was
his boat, the Carolina I, that was loet
in the Havana race, which, though she
did not' finish first, showed up well.

The challenger for the trans-Atlant- ic

race will be a craft 80 feet long, with a
IS foot 10 inch b?am. and has been
designed by Morris M. Whittaker. Her
engines will be completed early in Oc-

tober. It is expected that the trip
across will require about fourteen
daya

The difficulty of carrying sufficient
fuel for a trip th' length of the one
in project is onexthat has been given
due consideration. It has been esti-
mated that it will be necessary to carry-abou-t

3,500 gallons of gasoline, the en-
gine having been calculated to con-
sume about ten gallons an hour, and
specially constructed oval shaped gas-
oline tanks will be built for the trip.

The Carolina II will carry a crew of
night picked men and there will be at
l.ast one skilled navigator and one
engineer in the crew.

THREE MILLION YARDS OF SILK.

Orders Ahead, So Cheneys Need More
Room.

Cheney Brothers of South Manches-
ter have" leased a mili on Silvsr street,
Middletown, and a number of men from
their mills will go to Middletown and
get things ready to start operations
there at once. Warps are being made
in the Manchester mills and will be
shipped to Middletown at once and
there is every reason to believe that

1 the plant will be in operation.
The mills at Manchester rvare un-

equal to the demands that have been
made upon them for orders and at
present there are 3.000.000 yards of silk
cloth orders ahead. Mora orders are
being received, and even though the
plant has been enlarged greatly during
the past two years it was found in-

sufficient to meet tha demands. The
mill which the firm bought on Main
street a few months ago is being run
to capacity, as are all the other mills,
but still the orders were keeping
ahead. The mill "in Middl?town is a
new one in many respects and most of
tiio looms are almost new. v

There are 165 looms in the mill which
they have leased and it is proposed to
add fifty more, orders having already-bee-

placed for them. This will mean
that between fifty and seventy-fiv- e will
bo employed in the Middletown mill as
weavers, which together with the fore-
men and assistants should bring the
numfcer almost to 100.

STATE RANGE

At Sunset Hill to Be Used No Longer-Orde- rs

from Colonel Wise.

There is a strong possibility, says the
Waterbury American, that hereafter
members of the two local companies of
the Connecticut National guard will be
obliged to get their rifle practice at the
ranue in East Haven, inasmuch as the
heads of the companies have received
orders from Assistant Quartermaster
General Colonel Michael J. Wise to dis-
continue the use of the range at the
Summit until further notice, inasmuch
a. it has be?n declared unsafe. Of
course, the state may repair the pres-
ent range, tout Capt. D. E. Fitzpatriek
of Company Ci seemed to thing that the
use of the East Haven range by the
local guardsmen is the more probable.

Although the range has been in ute
fir about five yeirs without an acci-
dent having occurrel. fequent ind
heavy rains have washed out the firing
pits to such an extent that it 13 con-
sidered dangerous to use the range
longer until it s fither repaired or
replaced by a new one. Colonel Wise
made en inspection of the range a few-day- s

ago. and the order of discontinu-
ance is the result.

While the range at the Summit was
never considered an ideal one. it has
answered the purpose of the local
members of the National guard who
have held regular practice there. It is
feared, however, that if used in its
present condition bullets will strike
some of the nearby rock.s and ricochet
somewhere else in such a way 'as to
taupe injury or loss of life.
