Rear Admiral Seaton Schroeder,

commanding the Atlantic fleet, late
today made the following succinct
statement of the accident:

"Between 10.30 and 11 o'clock this
morning oil from room No. 3 .in the
North Dakota caught Are while the
first squadron of the Atlantic fleet
was making passage from the south-
ern drill grounds to Hampton Roads.
Under a request from the commander
of the North Dakota, the commander
in chief of the fleet immediately or-

dered the North Dukota to leave the
fleet formation and the battleship New
Hampshire put near to render .assist-
ance in case she could be of service.
No assistance was necessary and by
11.30 o'clock the fire on the North Da-
kota was under control. :'
believed There Was No Carelesanaa.

"It has not yet been ascertained how
the fire started, although it is be-

lieved that the disaster was not' due to
any carelessness of the men on the
North Dakota. A board of inquiry was
named to investigate the accMent,
consisting of Capt,. C. A. Core, of the
Delaware, senior officer; Lieut. Com-
mander C. V. Price of the Delaware,
and Lieut. Commander A. M. Proctor
of the Connecticut. This board will
thoroughly look into the cause, of th
explosion. '

Lieut. M rfin Receives Light Burns.
After naming the dead and fnjured,

stating that the three who were dead
were "killed outright," Admiral
Schroeder adds:

"The injured men are all expected
to recover. Chief Liuet. Orin G. Mur-
fin, was in the fireroom at the time of
the accident and was burned, but not
seriously."

DENOUNCED BY ROOSEVELT AT
HAMILTON CLUB.

GREAT ENTHUSIASM

Refers to Browne Trial

Bars Senator Lorimer from the
Banquet Great Crush at Reception.

Chicago, Sept. 8. Standing tonight
in the presence of 1,200 men, nearly all
of them citizens of the state of Illi-
nois, and the majority of them promi-
nent in politics and business life, The-
odore Roosevelt brought his hearers
to wild enthusiasm by his scatching
denunciation of the political condiitons
in Illinois. ,

The great oanquet hall at the: Con-
gress hotel never witnessed such a
scene, nor' echoed to such a tumult as
the close of the Colonel's address. The
members of the Hamilton club, under
whose auspices th banquet was giv-
en, together with their guests, stood
on chairs and tables, waving hand-
kerchiefs in a wild manner while they
cheered the speaker at the top of their
voices. . .:

Roosevelt a Favorite of the Club.
Colonel Roosevelt is a favorite of

the Hamilton club. Never before, how-
ever, had it paid him such a tribute
as was rendered tonight.

After his introduction, Colonel
Roosevelt said that he was about to
talk on delicate matters, which, nev-
ertheless, were matters to be treated
only with directness. Following this,
he took up the condition of the Illi-
nois politics described by witnesses
in the present trial of " L.ee O'Xeil
Browne in connection with the elec-
tion of Senator L,orimer to the United
States senate.

Can't Ignore What Is Going On.
"Read the confession of those four

members of that Illinois legislature
who have appeared in the case," de-
clared Colonel Roosevelt. "Read the
evidence obtained by the state's at-
torneys of two counties and know that
Illinois politics cannot be cured by ig-
noring what is going on."

Cheers for Uncle Joe.
After anding his speech Colonel

Roosevelt was to have attended a re-
ception in another room of the hotel.
He tried to reach this room, but for
some time was unable to make way
through the cheering crowd. As he left
the room they started to cheer for Jo-
seph G. Cannon, speaker of the house
of representatives. This was kept up
until the speaker l?ft the table. Dur-
ing Mr. Roosevelt's speech Speaker
Cannon received much attention from
the audience. It had been rumored
during ths day that in case any refer-
ences to him were made bjv Colonel
Roosevelt to which the speaker took
exception an answer had been pre-pare-

Colonel Roosavelt made no ref-
erences to that Illinois congressman.

Refused to Have Lorimer Present.
Earliar in the day Colonel Roosevelt

had refused to attend the banquet if
Senator Lorimer were present. The
club committee therefore withdrew the
invitation which had baen sent to the
senator.

Following the reception, Colonel
Roosevelt and party prepared to leave
for the union station, to start at mid-
night for Cincinnati.

INSURED LEGISLATION
FAIR TO STREET RAILWAYS.

Witness Before .Graft Investigation
Committee Admits Use of Money.

Xew York, Sept. 8. The admission
that at least part of the money gener-
ously placed to his credit by the presi-
dent of the New York State Street
Railway association had been used to
insure legislation at Albany "fair" to
the street railroad interests of the etate
was made on the stand today by Louis
Bedell, former assemblyman from Or-
ange county. As the star witness be-
fore the legislative investigating com-
mittee he struggled to explain a

banking and stock spec-
ulating account opened for him with
the defunct brokerage firm of Elling-woo- d

& Cunningham by G. Tracy Rog-
ers, known as a traction lobbyist and
president of the State Street Railway
association. The only other witness
of the day was George Carpenter, a
former bookkeeper of Ellingwrood &
Cunningham, who identified entries
giving the details of Bedell's account.

SHOOTS UP THE TOWN
AFTER WIFE'S DEATH

Clarence Stanley Rages Wildly, Sur-
rendering After Many Hours.

Campbell. Mo.. Sept. 8. After the
divorced wife of Clarence Stanley, son
of wealthy parents, killed his second
wife by shooting her ten times in a
pistol duel, Stanley . set fire to the
home of his first wife, twice wounded
his brother, exchanged shots with an
uncle, and took possession of the
town, intimidating officers and citi-
zens. After terrifying the town all
night and driving everybody indoors
Stanley gave himself up to the au-
thorities. He was taken to Kennet
and later to Caruthersville, where he
was lodged in jail. Stanley is about
twenty-thre- e years old. Several
months ago his first wife divorced
him, obtaining custody of their two
small children. Then Stanley married
another woman.

The second Mrs. Stanley went to the
home of the divorced wife Tuesday
night and started to pack up furni-
ture and clothing, asserting they be-
longed to her. When the second wife
demanded that the first Mrs. Stanley
produce her children, trouble resulted.

Great Reception at Eucharistic Con-
gress.

MARINE CORPS OFFICER

Lieut. Burchfield Threatened Honolulu
Policeman with Revolver.'

Washington. Sept. S. Becaus-- First
Lieut. William L. Burchfield of the
marine corps flourished a revolver and
used threatening language to police-
man S. K. Kaha and seven others at
Honolulu, he has been disciplined by
the navy department.

Burchfield was tried recently by a
general courtmartial at Honolulu and
found guilty of scandalous conduct
and sentenced to suspension of pay
for one year and loss of fifty numbers
in rank. Acting Secretary-- - Winthrop
has reduced this to a loss of thirty
numbers and remitted the suspension
of pay.

"You know where my dog is: if you
don't bring my dog back.

FAMOUS ST. BERNARD DEAD.

Barry, Dog That Saved Many Lives,
Avalanche Victim.

Geneva. Sept. 8. The renowned St.
Bernard dog Barry III., who saved
many lives on the Grand St. Bernard
pass, lost his life in an avalanche aft-
er assisting in the rescue of two storm
bound travelers.

Barry last Sunday night guided Fa-
ther Clavendier to two persons who
had lost their way in a storm and w ho
were safeiy brought to the hospice.
Then Barry disappeared. As he often
passed hours in the pass, coming to
the hospice only when help was re-
quired, no notice of his absence was
taken until Monday morning, when a
search was organized and the dog was
found in the debris of an avalanche.

Barry III. is supposed to have been
a direct descendant of one of the three
famous St. Bernards to whom this
breed of dogs owes its continued ex-
istence.

MORE PUBLICITY FOR
PUBLIC UTILITIES BILL

State Business Men's Association Dis-
cusses Plans Complaints of Rail-
road Rates.

Hartford. Sept. 8. At a meeting of
the directors of the State Business
Men's association here today ways and
means for the furthering of the pas-
sage of the public utilities bill pre-
pared by the association and" to be pre-
sented at the coming session of the
general assembly were discussed. To
further the publicity of the bill --the
commission will furnish men who yvill
speak and debate upon the question
upon invitation. Special steps were
also taken to have the bill thoroughly
understood in the small towns of the
state.

Dr. G. T. MacMaster of New Haven
appeared before the committee, ask-
ing help from the commission in se-
curing a readjustment of the commu-
tation rates now in force on the Xew
York, Xew Haven & Hartford rail-
road. A similar request was also re-
ceived from Stamford parties.

President A. R. Jones of Danbury
was empowered to name a committee
whose object it will be to secure a
hearing before the interstate commerce
commission, much complaint having
been received by the association over
the new commutation law.

CONSERVATION CONGRESS
ADOPTS CONTROL PLATFORM

Final Meeting Election of Officers
Henry Wallace of Des Moines Pres-
ident.

St. Paul, Sept. 8 The Xational Con-
servation congress tonight adopted a
platform placing the seal of its ap-
proval on national control of naturalresources, and adjourned. A threat
ened fight on the part of state con
servation commissioners to place the
name of President Taft in the plat-
form along with that of Theodore
Roosevelt as the great friend of con-
servation did not materialize on the
floor. Under vigorous use of the ga-
vel it did not even get started. The
following were chosen officers:

NO FAVORS FOR
CORRUPT CORPORATIONS

Roosevelt Always Against Them May
Be in Public Life Again.

Freeport, 111., Sept. 8. Colonel
Roosevelt admitted today there is a
possibility of his returning to public
life.

In this connection he issued a warn-
ing to corrupt practictioners that any
aid they might extend him in obtain-
ing any official place would be at theirown peril, and not with the idea of
getting official favors or pardons later.
The statement was in his address in
connection with the fair of the various
national or?aniaztions of railway em-
ployes for the benefit of the home tor
aged and decrepit railroad men of
America, at Highland Park. 111.

"I don't suppose I shall ever be in
public life again." he said, "but if I
am. there is always the chance that
some time it may come up when I
shall make my words good.

'Xo corporation, no politician, must
ever support me for anythin- - under
the idea that I will pardon that cor-
poration or that politician if he or it
is corrupt.

"If either corporation or politician,
if either one or the other, helps atany time to put me in a P'eutm of
influence, let them remember that if
they are corrupt. if they encourage
corruption in otiiers, or if they bene-
fit by it themselves, thev help me at
their peril, for I will iysecute them
if I get a chance."

TWO CHILDREN BURNED,
MOTHER MAY NOT RECOVER.

Terriby Tragedy from Fire in Mans-
field, Ohio.

Mansheldv O., Sept. 8. With her
clothes a blaze, iMrs. Robert Carnahan,
wife of a farmer, living near Plymouth,
made futile efforts to rescue iter two
children, trapped in a blazing barn, to-
day. While her husband was at work
Mrs. Carnahan heard the screams of
the two children, aged 2 and 4 years,
coming from th? barn. She rushed out
to find the building in flames and es-
cape cut off for the little ones. Fran-
tically she ran from one part of the
barn to another, and only when drag-
ged out by neighbors with her clothes
ablaze did she abandon efforts to res-
cue the children. Seaerhers later found
only a. few charred bones remaining of
the bodies of the children. Mrs. Car-
nahan is in a serious condition from
shock and burns, and her recovery is
doubtful.

Daring Exhibition by Johnstone.
Meanwhile Walter Johnston, e in a

Wright, who was soaring a distance
and endurance test high above his fel-
low aviators, watched for a clearcourse and then, swooping rrom his
lofty elevatlm. he put the airshipthrough some fancy exhibitions of dip-
ping before the president, his daring
work arousing great enthusiasm. Then
came a dash by Glenn H. Curtiss in
his "Hudson flier," in an unsuccess-
ful attempt to lower Grahame-White- 's

speed record of six minutes 1 5 sec-
onds for 5 4 miles. Before the pres-
ident left. Charles L. Willard went up
in the Curtiss machine and Walter
Brookins arose for an altitude mark
in a AVright biplane.

18 Events on the Programme.

ACQUITTED OF GRAND LARCENY

Former New York State Engineer Not
Guilty in Connection with Roads
Contracts.

Albany, X'. Y.. Sept. 8 Former State
Engineer Frederick Skene was acquit-
ted tonight in the supreme court of
charges of grand larceny in connec-
tion with an award of a good roads
contract, it being alleged that a bid
submitted by the Russell Contracting
company had been raised $9,000. The
state contended that there was an
agreement between Skene and the
company whereby the defendant was
to receive $8,000 and the company
$1,000. The trial lasted 11 days.

Girls in Cities.
The young girl who tried dramati-

cally to take her life in Xew York
recently through disappointment and
disillusion placed the blame upon the
wrong shoulders. It in no degree rests
upon either the business or public
social side of American life. The re-
sponsibility for such an outcome must
be borne by those who are in duty-boun- d

to give their children right
views of life.

The sight of a young girl, however

Vatican Issues Fresh Rules for Educa-
tion of Young Clergy.

Pope Pius X issued
tcday a motu proprio giving new and
practical measures to be adopted
against the growing moderniem cam-
paign. He reiteratc-- all the rules pre-
viously set forth against modernism
and adds that th bishops and rectors
of Catholic colleges must watch atten-
tively the development of young clergy
seeing that they ars well prepared to
fight error, forbidding them to read
newspapers and periodicals, thus
avoiding distraction from their studies.

Every professor in beginning his
course, every acolite befora being pro-
moted, every new confessor, curate,
canon or holder of a similar office, and
everj- - ecclesiastical officer befors tak-
ing possession of his post must take an
oat1! of loyalty to the healthy Catholic
doctrine and discipline.

journed to September 14.

A marked change was noted in thedemeanor of Crippen, who was lessdowncast and carried on a whispered
conversation with his former stenog-
rapher. Miss Leneve replied in raonr.syllables, keeping her eyes on thefloor. She was much agitated through-
out the hearing and had difficulty incontrolling herself when the circum-
stances attending the finding of the
remains were explained by Inspector
Dew. The inspector brought out a new
point, testifying that he found in thegarden, under a heap of rubbish, some
clay similar to that in the cellar.
