OF THE CREW 35 SURVIVED

Wireless Operator Secured Assistance but Went Down
with Sinking Steamer—Boat Sank Early Friday Morn-

ing — Captain Among Those Drowned — Lifeboats

Stove in by Wreckage—Many Perished in Rough Sea

Ludington, Mich., Sept. 8. —Twenty-
nine lives were lost today when Pere
Marquetie car ferry No, 185 bound from
Ludington to Milwaukes, went to tha

Eight Budies Recovered.
