PRIMARIES THURSDAY

Will Have Important Bsaring—Return
of Roosevelt Stirs Up the Old Guard
and the Progressives After Delegates

New York, Sept. 11.—Wliih the
turn of Theodore Roosevelt from
western trip, the struggle between the
old guard &nd the progressives for
control of the republican state con-
vention looms larger upoen the politi-
cal horizon. Both sides have been con-
ducting g quiet but effective campaign
to capture delegates during the col-
onel's absence and the result of
Thursday's primaries in New York,
Buffalo and Rochester wiil in large
measure determine whether the selec-
tion by the state committee of Vice
President Sherman as temporary
chairman shall be ratified or rejected
in favor of Colonel Roogevelf.

Both Factions Confident,
Leaders of both factions profess
confidence in their ability to win the
support of a majority of the 1015 del-

re-

hig

egates Lo the convention. Of the
twenty-odd counties in which dele-
zates have ulready heen cposen, 132

are said to favor Sherman, while 109
are credited to Roosevell. The smaller
cvities will hold their primaries on
September Z20.

Two Questions to Decide.

There will be two questions before
the convention: First. whether the
delegates shall seat Vice President

Sherman as temporary chalrman or
reversge the action of the state commit-
tee and seat Theodore Roosevelt in-
stead; and, second, what shall be
done about direct primaries. Buoth
factions of the party admit that the
line up or delegaies will differ on *the
two questiony. So keen has the fight
over them now grown that it has al-
magt drowned out all ths talk of ean-
didates for the =tate ticket.

TEN LABORERS KILLED AND TEN
INJURED.

WHEN MASS OF ROCK FELL

Steam Drill Tore Off Big Slab Forty
Fest Wide and Twenty Feet High—
Caught Laborers Working Below.

at the removal,

Of the known dead, four were Amar-
icans, three were unidentified and two

Cut Flesh from Thigh.

BOSTON HOLDS PLACE
AS FIFTH CITY

Gain Was Nearly 20 Per Cent.—Failed
to Pass St. Louis.

Washington, Sept. 11.—The popula-
tion of Boston is 870, . an increase
of 108,683 or 196 per cent., ag com-
pared with 589,892 in 1800, This an-
nouncement leaves Boston the ffth
city in size in peint of population in
the T'nited States.
Louis outranked Hoston by only 14.34%
and the present census leaves St
Louis ahead by 16,444, 'Phers was hut
slight change In the rate of progress
in the two e¢ities, St. Loul®' increase
from 1900 to 1810 being 19.4, and Bos-
ton beating that by Z-10ths of 1 per
cent,. Boston's population 20 vears ago
was 448.477. The inerease from 1890
to 1900 from 112,415 or 251 per cent.

While Boston's rate of growth has
fallen below the rate attained in the
preceding decade, it is bettsr than
Pittsburg’s rate, 182 or Cincinnati's,
11.8. But it is a rate that compares
somewhat unfaverably with the 27.8
scofgpd by Providence, the second city
in New England It is evident that
Providence continues to grow more
rapidly than Boaton. although Provi-
dence also Iost in rate of growth com-
pared with the preceding decade. when
it was 329, Neither of the 1wo largest
New England cities. according to the
census of 18910, shows the percentage
of inerease that New Yaork does, al-
though PEoston and Providence both
equal or surpass Phliladelphia in this
respect, The sensational percentages
of Detroit, Atlanla, Denver and Kan-
has City, all being over 50, are of
course in a class entirely different
from thes Boston rate,
