FINANCIAL AND

PROFIT TAKING MARKET.

Traders Take Advantage of Rise in
Pri ces.

New York, Kept. 14. The stock mar-
ket today had to br the burden of
profit taking on the ri.se of yesterday
and was affected accordingly. So con-
siderable a movement as that of yes-
terday after the prolonged period of
apathy and listiessness was not to be

by the long suffering pro-
fessional operators.

The advantage of the opportunity
was increased by a considerable inflow
of orders from outside sources, at-
tracted by the stirring of yesterday's
market. The action of the market
gave evidence of efforts to extend these
advantages in the bidding up of open
ing pru es ana in uj coiiiciiiem ouer-in- g

of stocks as fast as the market
would take them without hurting
pricei. These operations kept up a
show of animation in the dealings for
the first hour, after which there was a
lapse Into dullness, the day terminat-
ing in a sharp reaction. Politics con-
tinued to occupy a large share of at-
tention, but there was a disposition
amongst some of the larger financial
powers to deprecate the exploitation of
the stock market as a field for the ex-
pression of opinion on political pros-
pects.

The sentiment of the speculation was
unalteredi that the political outlook has
declined in influence on the financial
situation. A division of power in the
enming congress would be considered
not unsatisfactory in the estimation of
some of the financial interests whose
contention it is that legislative quiesc-
ence would prove an advantage to
business and would relieve enterprise
from restraint and hesitation. At the
same time there was heard the opinion
that open reflection of such views in
stock market activity was calculated
to stir up renewed agitation against
corporation interests. The subsidence
of anxiety ovar the oanking position of
the country provided a substantial sub-
stratum for the confidence that is
growing up. This was manifest in the
reception accorded the news of the re-
jection by the Ixmdon conference of
foreign bankers of the validation plan
for American cotton shipments. The
resources of the domestic money mar-
ket seem now so assured that the ex-
tra requirement thus implied causes no
anxiety.

Money continues to work easier both
In New York and inland. Chicago re-
ports a renewal of demand for farm
mortgages on the part of insurance
companies, with interest rates marked
down from six to five and a half per
cent. An important relief is thus af-
forded from the burdens on the coun-
try 'hanks in connection with the ex-
tensive land purchases of the past year.
Returns from national banks to the
controller show somewhat mixed re-
sults in the comparison of the loan
item on Sept. 1 with June 30-- but ex-
cepting the crop movements of the sea-
son, the showing is held to be satis-
factory.

The day's crop advices were favor-
able and were helpful factors towards
Bustaining prices.

Bonds were firm. Total sales, par
value. $2,264,000. United States twos
declined 8 per cent, on call.

Keenness of Eye and Quickness of
Motion Far Surpasses Bulging Sin-
ews.

The average layman the fan who
is unacquainted with the inner and
outer conditions of the game, but
loves to see it played is of the nat-
ural opinion that a champion bats-
man, a slugger of vast and virile vig-
or, must be a Heroules, the

of muscled masculinity. A
heavy hitter, the meui who drives out
the triples and he home runs, so it
would logically seem, should be of gi-

gantic sinew, able to perform feats of
weight lifting and hammer throwing,
and a thin or weakly player should
not even be considered as a toatting
possibility.

And J'et, stranse as it may seem,
some of the burliest, huskiest, most
musuclar ball tosaers in the land are
puerile marks at bat, utterly unable
to get their names in the elite circle
of the .300 hitters, while others, slim
and almost girlish in their lack of
corded sinews, are tremendous slug-
gers, men who stand near the top of
the batting records year after year.
Wherefore' such freakish defiance of
the laws governing natural strength
and the survival of the fittest? How
on earth can such things be?

A keen slihted eye and a quick
command of movement are superior
to all the elephantine muscles that
were ever assembled on a burly frame.
Of course, when a Hercules, such, for
example, as Hans Wagner, is also
blessed with an accurate eye and a
lightning sweep of arm, that man be-
comes a batting king, but there is
nothing more ridiculous in baseball
than to see a. player with the strength
of Sandow making hu?e swipes
athwart the breeae while the ball goes
whizzing by, and finally walking pon-
derously fcack to the bench without
even rollins out a. grounder.

Wagner is a. big man and massive-
ly strong. So were Anson, Connor,
Brouthers and many others of the
noble slugging tribe. In these cases,
however, the sheer strength of these
giants was guided and controlled by
keen eyes and natural judgment as to
the location of the ball.

In contrast to these bulky men was
Pete Browning, very tall, but with a
skinny, bony frame, not specially
strong in muscle. Pete Browning
could not have held his own against
Anson in a wrestling match for forty
seconds, but he was Uncle's worthy
batting rival year after year. The old
gladiator could not only pick out the
ball to swing on and smash against
it with unerring judgment, but could
so neatly concentrate what power he
had that the longest sort of drives
went whirring off his bat just as" An-
son and the other giant whales could
bing them.

Willie Keeler was a little bit of a
man and not a specially strong one,
either. But this mldw-e- could chop
them out time after time, and when
he swung instead of bunting could belt
two baggers as neatly as men fifty
pounds his weight superior.

The only Cobb, Idol of the Tiger
fans, is not a big man. He is of good
stature, but rather slender, with soft,
long muscles, not bard or corded
ones. Cobb is far inferior physically
to Wagner or Lajoie, but how Tj-- Cobb
can drive that ball! The perfection of
the eye, the accuracy of the swing,
the concentration of the effort these
qualities, united and harmoniously
bronght into play, make Cobb the
champion batsman of the American
league, and make him the master of
the men who could mop him all over
the floor in a man to man encounter.

Great are mus'cles, and most pleas-
ing things to have, but the frail man
who wants to play baseball need not
worry nor fear that his fragile frame
will har him from renown. For the
eye is keener than the hand, and
quickness of motion far surpasses
bulky sinew. A queer game is base-
ball, and this perhaps is one of the
oddest features of the game.

LABOR UNIONS INTERFERE.

So Say Hartford Employers, Who Ask
for an Injunction.

Max Davidson, who lives in Hart-
ford, and Georse C. Watts, who is de-
scribed as being of New York, have
made application to Judge William S:
Case of the superior court for an in-
junction against many labor union
members in Hartford and against labor
union bodies. Judge Case will give a
hearing on the application Monday
morning.

Davidson & Watts, until the past
summer, when they moved to Hartford
and opened a factory, were engaged in
New York in the manufacture of wo-
men and girls' garments, and they say
they have been interfered with in the
conduct of their Hartford business by
the individuals and the labor union
bodies named in the complaint. In
support of the claim for th Injunction
and toe Oitoiajei of Jlu.ttim. they say
that the defendants have entered Into
a conspiracy against tlism, and that
the acta cumplained of tre in violation
of the Sherman anti-tru- st law.

NORWALK DISPENSARY

To Extend Its Scope, so as to Treat
All Cases.

At the September meeting of the
association, says

the Norwalk Hour, most important
action was taken touching the work
and interests of the dispensary, which,
institution thereby becomes a general
dispensary rather than for tuberculosis
only. This change is made after the
most careful study of local conditions
and necessities, and is based on the
fact that if tuberculosis is to be con-
quered in this community it can be
done only as incipient cases are got-
ten hold of. Such cases as are pre-
sented in the dispensary are in ad-
vanced stages. Only as the patient
himself recognizes his disease does
he apply for treatment, while the in-
cipient cases in the homes where doc-
tors are luxuries, resorted to only in
extermities, are allowed to grow into
the stage where cure is uncertain, be-
fore any help is sought. And while
the patient himself is nearing inevita-
ble death, his whole family is exposed
to the contagion, and thus the disease
spreads.
