To Set Colors.
The best general rule for setting

colors ordains that grays, dark blues
and black should be soaked In a strong
strained brina for five or six hours.
Then wash very quickly. AH shades
of red pink, crimson. Bcarlet and pur-
ple, green in all its varieties, light blue,
lavender and mauve are best soaked
in alum water, made by dissolving in
boiling watar aM the alum it will take
up, lartting it get cold and then im-
mersing the fabrics in it.

Sugar of lead an ounce to two gal-
lons of water may be used to set fast
the colors in mixed goods. Black Is
kept from dingying and browning

oxgall in the water in which the
gown is soaked before washing.

Grape Jelly.
Select grapes that are a little under-

ripe; place in the preserving kettle
with a very little water; cook slowly
without stirring for two hours. Turn
into the jelly bag and drain; strain
the Juice through chaesecloth and pro-
ceed as for other jellies.

Crab Apple Jelly.
Wash and with a silver knife cut

out all imperfect parts; cover with
cold water and cook slowly until soft;
drain and strain. Measure the juice,
allowing one pint of sugar to aach of
juice.

Princess Cabbage.
Boil a small, firm white head of cab-

bage fifteen minutes, then drain and
add fresh boiling water. When it haa
boiled until tender in this second water
drain and set asida until cold. Now
chop the cabbage fine and add three
tablespoonfuls 'of rich milk or cream,
one of butter, two beaten eggs and pep-
per and salt to season. Mix all well
and bake until brown in a buttered
pudding dish. Sarve very hot. It is
excellent.

Penuchi.
Three cups brown sugar, one-ha- lf

cup milk, butter size of a walnut, one
tearpoon vanilla, one-ha- lf cup walnuts
broken in small pieces. Boil migar and
milk five minutes, add butter and boil
until it forms a soft ball when dropped
into cold watar. Remove from stove
and stir briskly for a minute, then add
nuts and vanilia and pour into buttered
pan and mark into squares when part-
ly cooled.

Nut Stuffed Tomatoes.
To a cupful of bread crumbs add two

heaping tafciespoonf iris of finely chop-
ped walnuts, a tablespoonful of meUed
butter and a tesspoonful of chopped
onion, and Sanson the mixture well withpepper and salt.

Select solid tomatoes, cut off the top
and scoop out all the pulp. Fill the
tomato shells with the nut and bread
mixture, sprinkle buttered crumbs on
top and bake for twenty minutes.
