FOR THE PEACEFUL SOLUTION
OF ALL LABOR PROBLEMS

Movement in Favor of No Strikes, No
Lockouts, No Boycotts.

Battle Creek. Mich., Sept. 23. The
first annual meeting of the trades and
workers' association, an organization
of employes that stand for the peace-
ful solution of all labor problems, be-
gan in Battle Creek yesterday.

The first local association was
started here last May with less than
one hundred members. Since then the
local body has increased in number to
over thousand and the movement in
favor of no strikes, no lockouts, no
blacklisting and no boycotts has spread
like wildfire over the cities of Michi-
gan.

Several cities outside the state are
also represented at the meeting, amon;
them Philadelphia and Buffalo, each
of which have representatives in at-
tendance. Altogether some fifty dele-
gates, each representing a subordinate
local branch, are gathered, with more
reported as coming.

Incident to the first day's meeting
the favorable attitude of many heavy
manufacturing interests towards this
new labor organization was indicated
by an address made this afternoon by
C. W. Post, the millionaire food manu-
facturer, who was invited to address
the delegates.

As an encouragement to the new or-
ganization, which seeks to settle in-
dustrial difficulties by arbitration
without inflicting suffering, inconveni-
ence and money loss upon the public,
the innocent third party to labor dis-
putes. C. W. Post offered a magnificent
$400,000 stone building in Rattle Creek
for a home for widows and orphans of
members of the association, and this
offer being formally presented to the
convention was accepted.

570. "I am very sure," he added, "that
we have lost none."

Asked if he claimed a majority of
the state committee as at present con-
stituted, he admitted that he was in
doubt on that point, but he thought
that a. vote would show a very even
division. "Two or three men are
doubtful," he said, "for example, Bart-
lett."

Air. Bartlett is the committeeman,
who. through his proxy, L. B. Gleason,
secretary of the state committee, voted
Colonel Roosevelt's own district
against him on the chairmanship
question.

Of Gubernatorial Timber Size.
Representative Bennet of New York,

one of three men whom Mr. Griscom
has mentioned as measuring up to the
Roosevelt standard of gubernatorial
timber arrived today and said that his
name positively would be presented
to the convention.

NO COMPROMISE

In the Fight for a Direct Primary Law,
Say Roosevelt,

Oyeter Bay. X". Y., Sept. 25. There
will be no compromise in Theodore
Roosevelt's fight for a direct nomina-
tion law, the colonel himself said so
today. The question which all along
has been the main issue between Col-
onel Roosevelt and the Old Guard and
which was largely responsible for the
breach between them, is to be met
squarely at the Saratoga convention
this week. Colonel Roosevelt said that
he would not recede from his position
and that he believed enough delegates
would support his stand to put into
the platform a plank embodying his
ideas.

His assertion was prompted by re-
ports published this morning that he
had concluded it would be impossible
to influence a majority of the delegates
for a strong direct nominations plank,
and therefore he had decided to accept
a compromise. The colonel was em-
phatic In his denial of these reports.
Jn answer to them he dictated this re-
ply:

"The statement that I have consid-
ered a compromise on the primaries
plank is untrue. I stand exactly where
I have stood, and while it is true that
there are tip some up-sta- te leaders
w ho are not with us. I believe we shall
have a majority with us for direct pri-
maries."
