John c. Perkins waa born at Hall- -
--ille. Preston. May 4. 188. btintc the

son of Isaac and Nancy Morgan Per
kins, hia father being a native of Fly- -
mouth, Mass., and hia mother of Lyme,
conn. Hia parents moved to the Bridge
district of Preston, now the East Side
of Norwich, when he was a child. He
received his schooling here and when
JO yearn old became clerk for David
L. Gale, who had a candy store in- a
small building where the International
hotel now stands. This business
changed hands and H. G. Ransom be- -

came the proprietor. Leaving his em-
ploy, Mr. Perkins was with A. T. Otis
for two years as a clerk, after which
in company with John Root he pur-
chased tha candy business of H. G.
Ransom and conducted it under the
name of Perkins & Root. It was in
1854 that he assumed full charge of
the business and has since conducted
it, building it ci from a small store to
one of the largest candy houses, both
retail and wholesals, lii this part of
the state. In 1871 he purchased a
wooaen Duilumg of Jacob Ames where
the present building stands and the
next year occupied his new building,
where ha afterwards did business.

Mr. Perkins built vn an extensive
business, originating the EngliMh wafer
lozen.ge, and his ether specialties have
a wide sale among the dealers in con'
factionery. He had the reputation of
making and handling pure ods. He
waa of the sturdy New England type
who through his thrift and persistence
became a business men and
had the high regard of the mercjian
of the city. He possessed a kind dis-
position, waa easily approached and
led a life beyond reproach. He was
strongly opposed to intemperance and
a republican in politics, but never held
pufoli-- office. He was devoted to his
home and there his interest was cen-
tered.

He joined the Central Baptist church
over a half century ago. receiving the
right hand of fellowship on a Fourth of
July. Ha took a deeo intere? m the
church work. He was director for
many year and of late had been vice
president of the Uncas National bank

He married Margaret A. Robertson
Oct. 25, 1864, who survives him, to
gether with an only son, William R.
Perkins, who ha been associated with
his father in the candy business. He
also leaves a granddaughter, Miss Lu
cille Mav Perkins. The deceased was
on of six children and is the last of
his imm-ediat- family. In hi death
the city haa lost an upright and hon
ored business man and citizen.

That War's horrid clamor had deafened all ears to the Lord's in vitiations.Broken with strain of the battle and pestilence lurking in bivouac,
Home thus at last came the pastor, but not to a people responsive.
Pitiful, both made confession, his pastorate bette--r were ended;

Nor did the zeal of Jehovah tarry longer in desolate. Chelisa.
