OPENED THE WEEK STRONGER.

Stock Market Gave Signs of More Life
Reading Conspicuous.

New Tork. Sept. 2. The stock mar
ket today gave signs of more life and
took on a, semblance of breadth anil
strenghth. The increased congestion
of the dealings In Reading as the day
progressed lessened the appearance of
breadth and restored that of narrow
professionalism, whirh haa been the
fault of the market for some time past.
Sales of Reading made up over 40 per
cent, of the day's aggregate transac
tions.

The stress laid by the current spec
ulation on the question of raisins
freight rates was exemplified again b
the influence of the reported action of
railroad labor organizations to further
the requests of the railroads to be al-
lowed to advance rates. Another in-
fluence connected with this topic was
the pains taken by Commissioner Lane
to review his remarks at the railroad
rate hearing on the subject of in-

creased freight charges. This was tak-
en as Intended to deprecate the con-
struction place-- l on these remarks in
the stock market last week, which
made them place the commissioner
definitely in opposition to the demands
of the rsilroads which are the subject,
of the inquiry. Iondon joined in the
buying on a liberal scaje, and there
was a substantial demand also from
ivncovered shorts.

The conspicuous strength of Read-
ing at first was made an argument in
favor of the general advance, but later
became the grounds for some doubt
and hesitation over the general move-
ment. The news regarding the stock
was confined to surmises over the
Identity of tha large buyers, thess
pointing to various well known op-

erators of the first magnitude in spec-
ulative campaigns. There appeared nt
the same time analyses of the com-
pany's finances and progress calculat-
ed to sustain estimates of higgler value
for the shares, but presenting no new
farts. The large proportion of the to-

tal Reading stock held in the treas-
uries of other railroads to influence
the control and by estates and in-

vestors make it an attractive medium
always for organized market move-
ments, and makes the short interest in
the stock particularly vulnerable. It
W3S on account of this well known
market position of Reading that sus-
picion of the movement grew as the
operations engrossed an Increasing
proportion of the whole market.

The hardening tendency of monev
rates was Ignored in the conviction
that th causes for It were temporary
and lay In the rireparat ions for the Oc-

tober settlements. In Berlin, especial-
ly, the necessities of these payments
loom large. The advance in the of-

ficial rate of the Imperial Bank of
Germany, while predicted, was nrade a
full t per cent, to S per cent., instead
of the expected 41-- 2 per cent. The
private discount rate rose only 8 per
cent, to 1- -8 per cent., out the private
discount rate in London made a sharp-
er response, the rate for three months'
bills getting above the official bank
rate. An advance in the bank rate on
Thursday, under these circumstances,
would not cause surprise.

362, United States bonds
were unchanged In tile bid price on
call.
