WHAT TO DO WITH
THE FORWARD PASS.

Penalties When Completed or Uncom-
pleted No Longer Than 20 Yards.

Here's a little chat, on a forward
pass. The passers mtisjt stand at least
five yards behind the" crimmag line,
and the ball cannot travel more than
twenty yards in advance of the
scrimms.ge line. For infractions of
these rules it counts as a "down" aft-
er the first and second down have
been called, play starting 'on the spot
where --tbe pass was made. If .the
pass, however, is made after th tolrd
down lias been called, the ball goe
to the opponents where the pass was
made.

If the pass is made legally. Vut
strikes the ground before being
touched by a player on either side, th
pass is uncompleted and above pen-
alties may be ordered. Forward
passes legially made cannot be touch-
ed by any player except those who
were at least on yard behind th
scrimmage line or at either end when
the ball was put into play. If the
pass is touched by any illegal player
of the passer's side it goes as uncom-
pleted and calls ifor the above penal-
ties.

Any player on the detenae caw at-
tempt to secure the ball on a forward
pass. If the ball is legally touched
by a player of the defensive slide be-
fore striking: the ground . It is no-
body's ball. Of the offensive side onTy
the "man first legally touching the hall
is eligible to touch or recover the ball
until it has been touched by an oppon-
ent. A Dall thus illegally touched or
recovered goes to the opponents, ex-
cept withini the yard line, when H
counts as a touchb&ck to the offended
side.

The next season he
hit a .324 clip., registering 188 hits in
581 times at bat. while last season h
finished with' a .377 mark, maning 21?
hits in 533 times - at bat. This gives
him a total of 618 hits in 1.759 times
at bat in the three seasons, a .350 av-
erage. - '

Cobb stole 164 bases, made 50 sacri-
fice hits, cracked out 98 doubles. 45
triples and 18 home runs during these
three campaigns.

FINANCIAL AND

LISTLESS SPECULATION.

Gains Established at the Close Which
Was Strong.

New Terk, Sept. 29. Speculation in
atdeks resumed an extremely listless
tona today when Reading fell iback rom
its excessive prominence. This change
wit only by cornparleon with the last
few days, that stock. United States
Steel and Union Pacific retaining their
old predominance, with dealings of
more than half the aggrgats for the
whole market.

It
is an interesting incident of this sit-
uation that a somewhat easier tone
for commercial paper is reported by
the brokers, a condition which is as-
cribed to a. lessening of supply rather
than to an increase in demand from
buyers. -
