An Increase of Nearly 130 at Hartford
Over Registration of Last Year.

The Catholic Transcript says: This
year's registration in the parochial
schools, colleges and academies of
Hartford shows that there are 4,731
pupils enrolled in these institutions, an
increase of nearly 130 over last year's
enrollment. The number will prob-
ably be larger still, as each week
brings new pupils.
