$15,000 Buildinq Gift of N. L. Brad-
ley to Meriden Hospital.

The long felt need of a home for
liurses at thu Meriden htvspital was
eliminated from the life of that insti-
tution Mondav afternoon when N. L.
Bradley of Bradley & Hubbard, for-
mally turned over to the trustees and
the ladies' hospital committee an ele-
gant house furnished from top to bot-
tom with the best goods obtainable.
The house is located at 171 Cook ave-
nue and was formerly the Judson A.
Hall property.

The Bradley home for nurses is a
monument to the philanthropy of the
donor. From roof to basement there
is nothing lacking that would be
found necessary in any institution of
this nature. The home was presented
fully equipped and ready for immedi-
ate use.

In the house there are sixteen rooms,
one of them being a drawing room and
the others being sleeping rooms, cook-
ing rooms ami other necessary apart-
ments. In each room is a radiator and
the heat will be furnished from the
main building of the hospital. The
furniture of each room consists of a
dresser, a rocker, a straight back
chair, a small table anil a waste bas-
ket. The beds are of white enameled
iron. Each room is equipped with a
roomy wardrobe and in the rooms in
which two nurses will sleep there are
double wardrobes. All the furniture
is of oak and was selected by Mrs.
Bradley and her son, Clarence P.
Bradley.

The kitchen is well equipped with
crockery, silverware and other neces-
saries, which were given with the
house. The linen presses are 'filled
and the home is ready for the advent
of the nurses.

The drawing room is a cosy place,
equipped with wooden and wicker
rockers and with a ia:ge centertable
of oak. It is papered dark green and
has a very homey appearance. On all
the floors there are art squares. It
is thought that the home will cost
between $12,000 and $15,000 before all
the bills are paid.
