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The mystery surrounding the sud-
den disappearance of Allen G, Dawley
of Griswold, who went away from his
home on crutches at 7 o'clock Sunday
morning, June 2fith, and never return-
ed, was clearear somewliat Tuesday
evening, when his body was discovered
at about 5 o'clock by Reuben P. Pot-
ter of Perkins avenue .this city.

Mr. Potter, who is employed by A.
I.. Potter, was at work on the Ziba
Huntington place, near Pachaug imd,
marking trees that are to be cut for
fence posts to be used on the new state
road between Norwich and Preston
city. three men were at work cut-
ting down these trees, ami Benjamin
Weir, who works for Ziba Huntington,
was showing the boundary lines of the
farm to. Mr. Potter. These two men
were on the west side of the pond,
near to a small bay adjoining- - the
pond, and had just started through
a place that is thickly covered with
trees and undergrowth, when Mr. Pot-
ter came upon the body.

The body of Mr. Dan-le- was found,
face upward, on a slight slope of
ground, with the head resting on the
upper part of the slope, and his crutch
was by his left side.

OBITUARY.

Thomas G. Brewn.
Thomas G. Brown, a member of the

firm of William Sherman & Co., the
oldest dry goods sstablishment and one
of the oldest established businesses in
Newport, died at his home on Broad-
way at 6 o'clock Saturday evening,
after an illness which had confined him
to the house two weeks, says the New-
port News of Monday. .He had been in
failing health since shortly after last
Christmas, but was able to be at" hie
store a portion of the day throughout
the summer until two weekt ago Sat-
urday, wh:m his illness, hardening of
the arteries, assumed a more serious
phase and he failed rapidly until the
end.

Thomas Gilbert Brown was born in
Newport April 24, 1853, the eldest sort
of the late James Boone and Mary A.
(Handy) Brown, and had always liv?d
in Newport. On his mother's side he
wan a great-grandso- n of Colonel
Christophed Greene, a distinguished
Rhode Island soldier in the war of the
Revolution, who was a commander in
Arnold's expedition to Quebec and la-
ter made a brilliant defense of Fort
Mercer against the Hessians. His fa-
ther was for many years a member of
the firm of Brown, Goddard & Barlow
and at one time a member of the bord
of aldermen.

The deceased received his education
in the public schools of this city and
left the bigh school in his third year
there to ent?r the employ of William
Sherman & Co. in 1888. He served as
errand boy and clerk and iu 1874 was
admitted to the firm, which then con-
sisted of the late William Sherman
and Albert K. Sherman. After the
death of William Sherman in 1S85
Albert K. Sherman and Mr. Brown
continued the partnership until Mr.
Brown's death, the firm name remain-
ing the same. In this business Mr.
Brown was engaged for 43 years, six
years as employe and 36 years as a
memib?r of the firm.

While his chief interest was in this
business Mr. Brown was actively con-
nected with two other institutions, in
which he held official positions. July
31. 1890, he was elected junior warden
of Trinity church and for 20; year
was prominent in the affaire of that
church, serving as junior warden until
bis death, toeing on many important
committee and frequently represent-
ing the. church as dalesate to. diocesan
conventions and convocations. In 1892
he was elected a trustea of the New-
port hospital and was selected as a
member of the executive committee of
that institution, in both of which po-
sitions he served 18 years, until his
Aaath. In 18757 he was secretary of
the hospital corporation and In 1904
was elected vice president, an office
which was created at that time and
which he occupied at his death, having
given a large part of his tin3 to faith-
ful and efficient service for the hos-
pital.

Mr. Brown had also been treasurer
of St. George's i since its incor-
poration and waa for many years a
member of the trustees of Long wharf.
He was not connected with any fra-
ternal or social organisations, though
he was a member of the old Business
Men's association, and in his earlier
days, when every young man joined
the Newport artillery, he was a mem-
ber for many years of that organisa-
tion, having baen at one time a lieu-
tenant in the company.

Dec. 5, 18S3, Mr. Brown married
Miss Ada Haaard, daughter of Cap-
tain and Mrs.. L. L. Hazard, who
survives. With three children Miss
Helen Hazard Brown. Mr. Mary Sad-
ler, wife of Lieutenant Frank H. Sad-
ler, t S. N., and Thomas G. Brown,
Jr.. a member of the senior class at
th.i Rogers High school. Two brothers
also survive. Rev. J. Eldred Brown,
rector of Trinity church, Norwich.
Conn.', and James B. Brown. Jr.. who
is engaged in business in Denver.

Mr. Brown's domestic life was espe-
cially happy. He lovad his home and
hia wife and children. fe was of a
mechanical turn of mind arid in his
home may be seen many articles which
he had made, lie entered heartily in-

to the pleasures, studies and pursuits
of his children, and within a snort
time had assisted his son in building a
boat, in which he joined the
boy in short cruises in the. bay.

He had a pleadings' personality,
which attracted strong friendships. In
his business and the various institu-
tions in which he took an active inter-
est he was a conscientious, earnest
worker, at a'! times sharing in every
labor, diffUUjlt or easy, w ith a hearti-
ness which was appreciated by his as-
sociates.. He was a man to be depend-
ed upon to do his share of work, and
to do it willipeiy and with a determi-
nation to accomplish tha end souaht.
In the hospital and in the church.,
whare he gave hia best thought nd
labor, outside bis home and his private
business, he will be greatly missed.

Quite naturally Trinity church, for
which he labored zealously, has been
selected for the funeral services. which
will be conducted by the rector. Rev.
Stanlev C. Hughes, assisted by Rev.
John B. Diman, master of St. George's
school.

STATE HOSPITAL TRUSTEES
IN ANNUAL MEETING

Reports Heard and Inspection of In-

stitution Followed Dinner.

The annual meeting of the hoard of
trustees of the Norwich State hospital
was bold on Tuesday morning at the
institution. with the following ten
members of the board- attending::
Chairman. Han. Castello 14ppitt. Nor-
wich; Frederick . Wilcox. M.D.. sec-
retary. Witlintantic: Clinton E. Stark,
M.D., Norwich; Edwin S. Greeley, New
Haven: P. l.eroy Harvvood. New Lon-
don: Kdward P. Hollowed, Preston;
Fraiiklin H. Mayberry, M.D.. F.ast
Hartford : Henry II. Gallup, Norwich:
F,awin G. Pmaev, Stafford Springs
and Eugene H. Burr, Middletown. Aft-
er a meeting of the finance committee
at ten o'clock, the entire board held,
its business session at 11.30.

The usual biennial report was pre-
sented by Supt. H. M. Pollock. M.D..
but in an informal wey and not in
complete detail. This was owing to
the illness of two of the hospital
staff and also to the construction work
xmde.r way. A detailed report will Vie
sent out to the members later. Su-
perintendent Pollock made the follow-
ing outline of the work:

The superintendent reported that on
Oct. 1, 1908. there were in the institu-
tion 434 patients. 28 being out on pa-
role; Oct. 1, 1SM9, thets were in the
institution 611 patients, 36 being out
on parole. The present number at the
institution, or the number of those in
the institution Sept. 1, lftlO. was 713.
an increase of 279 during the last two
years.

The normal capacity of th a hospital
buildings is 530. and the number of
nurses at the institution is sufficient
only to care for thut numher of pa-
tients. There are 163 patients in ex-
cess of the accommodations, besides
the neesssary mm-ies- . The conditions
are overcrowded throughout to the ex-
tent of 30 per cent., and in certain
wards to the extent of 100 tier cent.
During the past two years there hava
been no serious accidents and no sui-
cides. There have been discharged 9tl
normal ' patients, eight not insane and
42 very much improved in thMr con-
dition.

Reference was made to the con-
struction work. The superintendent
stated this work had been carried on
almost without interruption in the dif-
ferent departments. Tie made his rec-
ommendations regarding the insane
throughout the state and in regard to
additional buildings.

What Supplies Cost.
There was a discussion on the prac-

tice of buying the supplies by com-
petitive bids and a stataroent was
made showing the weekly cost pet
capita, which the past year has been
greatly reduced fvonj that of the first
year the institution was started, not-
withstanding the increased cost of
supplies. From Oct. 1. 19.08. to Sept.
30, 19C9.. the cost per capita was
$3,629: from Oct. 1. 1909, to Sept. 30.
191. it was $3,513, this being on sup-
plies, the difference being due to in-

ventory. From Sept. 30. 1909 the cost
was $3,668. and Sept. 20. 1910. $3,487
The first year the cost per capita was
$6.58. Since then a steady reduction
has been maintained.

At one o'clock dinner was served at
the home of the superintendent to the
members of the board, several of
whom were accompauiwd by their
wives. Besides Mrs. Pollock the ladies
present were Mrs. Wilcox, Mrs. Har-woo- d.
