MORE BOMBS THROWN
BY FRENCH STRIKERS.

Attempt to Wreck Passenger Train at
Versailles.

Paris,' Oct. 17. The succession of
bomb outrages with the
railroad strike- reached a climax today
in an attempt, to wreck a passenger
train at Versailles.

BIG BREACH .TORN THROUGH

MALECON SEA WALL. .

RUMOR OF A TIDAL WAVE

Added to the General Panic in the City

Caused by Hurricane Which Swept

the Island of Cuba.

Havana, Oct. 17. For hours during
the. night and all, through this morning
Cuba was in the grip of a storm which
blew up with great violence from the
southeast and attained its greatest
force shortly before noon.'-- Then the
wind shifted to the-wes- t and the sea
began to rise, the waves sweeping in
upon the city. - Within an haur the
pounding of the waters had broken a
breach through the Malecon sea wall.
The waves quickly increased to moun-
tainous heights, engulfing the main
driveway and flooding the handsome
residences thereon for a dis
tance ot a mile.-- ,

Threatened to. Collapse.
The waters,-stil- l rising, invaded all

the seaward part- of the city until 3

o'clock in. the afternoon, wiien the sec-
tion bounded by the Male-co- n. the Pra-d- o

and the Boulevards- Caiiada de Gal-inn- o

and Animas were several feet un-

der water. - The residents of the lower
floors were driven to , seek . refuge on
higher levels, while detachments ot
soldiers, rural guards, police and fire-
men, assisted by members of the Red
Cross and fishermen with boats which
were dragged from the harbor, hasten-
ed to the submerged districts and res-
cued hundreds from; buildings that
threatened to collapse at any moment.
Vedado. a residential rsuburb. was ex-

posed to the full fury of the storm. The
sea. advanced some hundred yards in-
land, demolishing - many small struc-
tures and probably causing- less ot life.

The rumor-- that the city had been
struck by a tidal wave added to the
general panie.which was allayed short-
ly after 3 o'clock, when the wind per-
ceptibly abated, and the water, ceased
to rise. The upper part of thevPrado
was then filled with throngs of panic-stricke- n

negroes carrying such house-
hold effects a they could rescue from
'their own homes.

The jail at the foot of the Prado was
completely, surrounded by water and
the prisoners, mad with fear, clung .to
the barred windows, clamorously de-
manding to be removed to, a place of
oafety. - It was fanred at the time that
the-- prisoners would break: loose, but
armed guards he'.d them in check with
rifles until the waters-bega- to recede.
Waves Topped Ramparts of Morro

;
. - Castle.: ;

;' At the height of the storm the great
waves breached, clean over the ramparts

of Morro castle. They rolled with
terrific speed up-th- e harbor, tumbling
over the -- sea wallfl, inundating the
streets in the lower parts of the city,

away many .of the small craft
along the shores. ..and swamping- many
fighters which .escaped the blow during
the earlier hours. All the .steamers in
the haro6r jn6malaed at anchor; the en-
gines were working and holding their
ground.
All Communications With the Interior

- - Were Levelled.
At half past 3 o'clock the rain ceased

but the wind 'remained etrong from the
northwest. The barometer stood at
29.23, having risen eight-tent- of an
inch In two hours, giving rise to the
hope that the worst was over.''"

Practically all communications with
the interior were levelled, and there-
fore news concerning the effect' of the
fltorm in other parts cf the island is
lacking, but no doubt the damage was
enormous, especially in Havana and
Pinar del Rio provinces. The Alandres
river and other small streams in the
vicinity of this city are over their
banks, flooding the lowlands and car-
rying off huts, barns and cattle. Prob-
ably many people lost their lives in
these sections.
Work of Raising the Maine Seriously

Delayed.
"A barge containing all the outfit of

the divars working on the wreck of the
old battleship Maine was carried away
and stranded on the rocks of Morro
castle. Later the soldiers of the fort-
ress succeeded in saving part of the
apparatus, but all of the divers' buoys,
stakes and other- - marks around tha
Maine werS swept away, which prob-
ably will seriously delay the work of
raising the wreck.

LOSS WILL AGGREGATE
MANY MILLIONS OF DOLLARS,

Cub in Republic May Be Compelled to
Request International Aid.

The island of Cu- -
ba has probably sustained the great- -
est material disaster in all her hsitory
in the practically continuous cyclone
which began with light rains on Thurs-
day morning, developing- - into torren-
tial floods and devastating hurricanes
and continuing until this evening. The
western half of the island suffered
more severely than the east-I-t

is impossible to estimate even
roughly the amount of the damage,
which doubtless will aggregate many
millions of dollars. In addition to the
great destruction to sugar and tobac-
co plantations, many thousands of
peasants in the three western provinces
have been rendered homeless and des-
titute by the loss of their homes and
the food crops. It now seems probable
that the republic may be compelled to
request international aid for the relief
of these sufferers, whose condition is
most deplorable. In the city of Havana
the losses probably will exceed a mil-
lion dollars.

Conditions from Artemisa to Caps
San Antonio, it is stated, are even
worse than in the territory explored by
Consul Rodgers. All the tobacco seed
beds and barns have been destroyed.
The prospectiev crop, it is asserted,
will not exceed 10 per cent, of normal.

RAISING MONEY FOR
