Health Officer Dr. Lewis Expects a Report from State

into the mains unless it is absolutely
required. A filter will also be placed
on the pipe. Just how soon the use
of the water will be required is not
known, but it cannot 'be used until aft-
er the first of the months it is thought,
as the laying of the pipe and making
the connections will require som time.

The reservoir at the last measure-
ment was 277 inches below 'high water
mark. This shows that the drop of
two inches daily has not been main-
tained for the past two days, owing to
the rainfall. Between October 14 and
the lth the drop was but six inches.
