Place an X in the circle above the
column which you wish to vote.

Fold
uo the ballot in the same way that you
received it.

How to Vote a Split Ticket Place
an X in the circle above tQie column
which you wish to vote in the main.
Then place an X in front of the name
of a candidate whose name appears in
another column for whom you wish
to vote.

i trouble, as before, will come by anattempt to split the ticket. If you are
a republican and desire to vote for
Franklin IT. Brown for justice, place
the X in the republican circle and the
X before' Franklin H. Brown's name.
You must place an X before 16 j ;tices
on the republican ticket. You can split
your vote for justices so as to take in
all four tickets, but in doing so 17
names must be checked. The reason for
this is that if a republican should place
an X before a democrat's name the
counters have no way of telling what
other 16 justices he wishes to vote for.

essa.rily the name opposite which he
wishes to scratch,

How to Vote for Representatives.
It may be that you wish to vote for
representatives on twro tickets. Be.
careful to indicate in such case each
man that you vote for. The reason is
that you must not vote for more than
two representatives on the ticket.
