PUTNAM

Only Windham and Plainfield Show
Gain in Population During' , Ten
Years-'-Sa-le of Fred Lyon Farm
E. M. Arnold Owes $732,267.

What is the matter with old Wind-
ham county? The census figures just
Issued ihave set up a serious thinking
hereabouts along the lines suggested
by the above question.'- Why have" so
many people kone away ? Why is town
ofter town listed with a smaller pop-
ulation than they could lay claim to in
1900? If it were not for the consola-
tion that is felt because of the sub-
stantial gains made by Windham and
Plainfield, the people that live in the
towns making up the county in the
northeastern corner of the state would
have something of a grouch as an ef-

fect of studying the official returns.
As they are, there is little comfort in
perusing them. The whys and where-
fores offered in explanation of the
losses sustained are as numerous al-
most as the number of people that
have found residence elsewhere, but
a few of them are of essential inter-
est.

In connection with a review of the
causes, stadents of the subject find
that the shrinkage is not confined to
localities dependent on industrial
iplants-- or the successful pursuit of
agriculture, or upon e combination
of both these lines of activity, for near- -
ly all sections of the county have been
found to have fewer people than they
could boast of a decade ago,

Slump in Thompson.
The town of Tlwmpson heads the

slump from its 1900 total of popula-
tion with the surprising loss of 1,638
persons, about 25 per cent, of its entire
population. Woodstock's total of pop-
ulation fell from 2,905 ten years ago
to 1,849, a loss of 246: Eastford from
525 to 513, a loss of 12; Ashford from
757 to 667, a loss of 89: Brooklyn from
2,358 to 1,858, a drop of an even 500;
Hampton from 629 to 583, a shrinkage
of 46; Chaplin from 529 to 435, a loss
of 94; Canterbury from S76 to 868, a
loss of 8; Killingly from 6,835 to 6,564,
a loss of 271; Putnam (town) from-

to 7,260, a loss of 88. ....
On the other side of th review,

Windham helps opt with a gain from
10,137 to 12,604, an increase of 2,407 in
numbers, and Plainfield boosts the
cheerful side of the matter along with
an increase of 1.989 people, from 4,821
to 6,719, which more than offsets tne
big' loss in Thompson. Pomfret helps
a iittle with a gain of 26 people, from
1,831 to l,857,and just noses out Wood-
stock in point of numbers within its
borders. Sterling is also among the
town that forged a little ahead, in-
creasing from 1,208 to 1,283, a gain of,
74. Scotland contributes ah additional
5 people in 1910, increasing- - from 471
to 476. It was a mighty tight squeeze,
but the fearful percentage processes
show that there was a gain in the
whole county a very small gain 3.20
per cent. ,

For this the credit must go to Plain-fiel- d

and Windham, in which towns
large manufacturing plants ' have been
erected since 1900, attracting new people

to the communities.
The construction of the La-wto- Man-

ufacturing company's mill is largely re-
sponsible for the fine census showing
that Plainfield is able to make.

Singularly enough, Thompson's loss
Is charged to industrial depression at
New Boston and the installation of
modern labor saving machinerj' in the
big mills in the Grosvenordales. a
change that has reduced the number, i

of operatives.
Another part of Thompson's loss

may bo charge'! to the fact that the
names of nearly 200 transient laborers
engaged in building the trolley line
was included in that town's census re-

turns of ten years ago. At that time It
was suggested to Mayor L. H. Fuller by
one of the contractors, building the
road that he would have the men
across the line with Putnam If the
mayor would say the word, which

to inflate the local figures
was not accepted. ,

Putnam Has Lost.
In spite of this fine example of in-

tegrity, Putnam is written down as
having lost population since lflOO. Thqre
is, however, little question that the lax
manner In which the census in the first
ward has been shown to have been
"taken is responsible. It is practically
certain that the city of Putnam has on
this 29th day of October, 19101, more
people than in 1900. The Dean' com-
pany alone has brought in, more peo-
ple the past season than is necessary
to offset the listed loss or 30.

In the Rural Districts.
The loss in the rural dist,ricta of the

county are accounted for, as they al-
ways have been the desire of the
young people to leave the farms. They
will go where they hope for greater
opportunity and more money, and in
the meantime Windham county farms
are held at higher prices' are selling
for more than they did ten years ago.
