the increased flocks of others in the
business. I can see no reason why
there should be ft change in price over
last season.

"There cerjrainly has been a big de-
cline in the turkey business of West-
erly, for the time was when I usedto ship away twenty-eig- ht tons of
turkev at Thanksgiving time; hut I'd
be willing to wager that there will
not be over ttvnty-nv- e hundred
pounds, shipped from here this sea-
son.

"There was a time when about ev-
ery farmer In this section was a tur-
key raiser to a more or less degree,
nut there has been a marked change
In this respect since your Uncle Hor-
ace was a young man."
