HERO FUND COMMISSION.

58 Names Added to Hero List New
England Recipients of Awards.

Pittsburg, Pa.. Oct. 31. Fifty-eig- ht

names were addd to the Carnegia hero
list in the "United States today by the
Carnegie hero fund commission at its
fall meeting. For acts of heroism
thirty silver and twenty-eig- ht bronzs
medals were awarded the life savers or
their families in cases where death re-
sulted. In addition cash awards ag-
gregating $40,250 w?re made in thirty-thre- e

of the cases, the cash to be used
for educational or other worthy pur-
poses at the discretion of the execu-
tive committee, whtla in twenty-thre- e
other cases of rescue or attempted res-
cue where the heroes died as a result
pensions ranging from $20 to $70 a
month wsre made to the dependents,
with $3 a month additional for each
child left.

Of the rescues from death, or the
attempts, seven were from railroad
trains or street cars, nineteen from
drowning, one from a runaway horse,
eight from suffocation in gas producers
or wells, twenty from death in mine
disasters, two from tire and one from
shooting.

The mine disaster at Cherry, 111., in
November, 1309, figured prominently
in the hero list, with the recognition
of heroism of thirteen miners. Eleven
of these died from injuries in rescuing
an unknown number of miners, and
besides a silver medal the monthly
stipends were made to the families in
thesd cases. Two that survived were
awarded the silver medal and $1,000
each.

LENGTHY ANSWER TO FORMER
PRESIDENT'S LETTER.

ON THE HOXIE CASE

Considers That Mr. Roosevelt Appar-

ently Misunderstood the Point of the
Democratic Nominee's Communication

Xew Haven, Oct. 31. Judge Simeon
E. Baldwin, democratic nominee for
governor, sent a letter touav to for-
mer President Roosevelt, in reply to
the recent letter of thj ;at!er relat-
ing to Judge Baldwin's tand on cer-
tain labor legislation. The ittter, dat-
ed at Xew Haven, Octouer 31, follows:

Apparent Misunderstanding.
"I have received your two answers

(both undated) to my letter of Octo-
ber 24; one written before you receiv-
ed it, and the other written after you
had read it.

"Apparently you have misunderstood'
the point of my communication.

"In that I referred to the fact that,
in a public address in Xew Hampshire
you had charged me with holding a
certain view of a point of law. I then
stated that I c'id not hold that view,
and never bad and requested that you
retract the charge;

Workmen's Compensation.
"The passage from your address to

which I referred (quoting from the
newspaper report), was one in which,
after referring to me as a former
judge, you stated that I was 'a man
who took the view that it was com-
petent for the workman, when driven
to accept any employment, to bind
himself not to be compensated if he
lost his life or limb in that occupa-
tion.'

"I have since obtained a transcript
of the original stenographic minutes,
which read thup:

' 'The democratic party of Connec-
ticut has nominated tor governor a
rra.t who, while judge, occupied the
intst retrogressive possible position on
this question of workmen's compensa-
tion a man who took the view that
it was competent for- - the workman,
when driven to accept any employ-
ment, to bind himself not to be com-
pensated, if he lost his life and limb
in that occupation.

"In your first undated lettter, you
state that your recollections of this
passage in your address is that you
nicrtioned that the democratic candi-
date for governor of Connecticut oc-
cupied a retrogressive attitude as to
the right of legislative bodies to in-
terfere with you regard as the
utterly miscalled liberty of laboring
men and women to contract for the
performance of work under conditions
which jeopardized their welfare and
the?r lives and limbs; and that the
lepu'olican party, on the contrary,
stood for what you regard as the only
proper progressive attitude, which is
that it is not competent tor the work-nan- ,"

U accept any employment. In spite of
tic conditions- - imposed upon hia ac-
ceptance, to bind himself or be bound
in any way by any action of his not
to be compensated if his health is
damaged, or if he loses life or limb in
;li;:t occupation. .

' You then remark that I said in my
jetter to you of October 24, as print-
ed, that the view which you then stat-- e

i as that of the republican party
vv.u'it be opposed to the settled prin-
ciples of law, and that no competent
lawyer could or would take it, and
that to ascribe such a position to me
was calculated to affect my standing
as a lawyer.

"As to this, I would say that this
view, which you describe as that of
the republican party, is the view
which is generally taken .by courts and
lawyers, and was explicitly taken by
ic- - in my work on American r.ilr..ic-law- ,

in a passage to which I reter ym.
in my letter of October 24. it is
rurt of the 'general American cia-riic- n

law, resting upon princio'es of
r:ght and justice that have been gen-
erally accepted by the people of the
United States.'

Objcts to Misstatements.
"I did not complain in my former

letter, nor do I now., of your chrac-terizin- g

me as having been a 'retro-gressiv- o'

judge. I am not objecting
to the iiie of adjectives' but to

of facta misstatements, the
retraction of which it is the more im-
portant to me to secure, on account of
the high position which you formerly-hel- d

as the first citizen of the United
States.

"You have stated in public that T

'took tl e vitw that it was competent
to the workman, when driven to ac-
cept any employment, to bind him-.st- lt'

rot to be compensated, if he lost
life and limb in that occupation.' I
have, that I ever took such a
view. I will add that 1 have long
been in favor of the principles of
workmen's compensation acts (though
not unaware of the constitutional dif-
ficulties In applying in this country),
and was nominated to the office to
which you referred by a party which
called for such legislation in Its plat-
form.
Repeats Request for Retraction of

Statement.
"I now repeat my request that you

retract the statement of which I com-
plain. I ask it as a. matter of fairness
to one to whom his reputation as a
lawyer is of value, as well as in the
interests of truth. It would seem to
me that, in your reference to the Hoxio
case, in your second undated letter,
you not only go wide of the questions
between us, but write under a misap-
prehension of the rules which govern
the decision of legal action. Let me
state, a few of these, as to which thera
is no difference of opinion among
those who have made the law a spe-
cial study.

"A judge, in deciding a case, has to
pronounce on a past transaction. The
only question coming before him is
whether the rights of the party when
that transaction took place. This must
depend upon the law as it then ex-
isted.

General American Common Law.
"Most of our law is what is termed

the customary or common law. In
each generation the people make it,
and add to it by common consent, as
they go along; and so far, at least, as
the courts recognize and approve it,
it is as authoritative and binding as
if enacted by the legislature. There
baa thus grown up a general American
common law. resting- upon considera-
tions of rig-h- t and Justice thac have
been generally accepted by the people
of. tiie United States.' the rules of
which necessarily govern th decuton
6f the Hoxie oase."

"Those rules govern must of the
transactions of ua.iy life in every state.

JUDGE WILLIAMS FINDING

Instructions on Stub of Australian Bal-

lot .and on the Ballot' Are Not in Ac-

"The main question in the Hoxie

case waa whether a federal statute had
altered the common law, as thereto-
fore administered in the state courts
of Connecticut.

Esq., of Fair-
field county, represented the interests
of the defendant. Special counsel for
the United States were also heard by
leave of the court.

Opinions in Other Cases.
"The supreme court of errors had no

power to repudiate this fellow servant
ruia, as applicable to the case before
them. If had become generally ac-
cepted, as right and just, in the mid-
dle of the last century, by the Ameri-
can people. It had been recognized
and applied by the supreme court of
Connecticut in many opinions. In the
first of these, written nearly fifty
years ago. 'Burke r. Railroad, 34 Conn,
reports, 479, the court made these re-
marks:'

" 'The principle relied upon by the
defendant, that a master is not liable
to a servant for an injury to him oc-
casioned by the misconduct or negli-
gence of a fellow servant, has been so
often recosrnized both in this counjtry
and in England that it must now be
considered as settled law. Two ret --

sons ars usually assigned for the rule.
First, that the employed must be sup-
posed to have contracted with refer-
ence to the perils of the business, in-
cluding those which may arise from
the character and conduct of his f?l-lo- w

employes; and. second, that public
policy requires t hat each servant
should be influenced by its operation
to be not only careful of his own do-
ings but as watchful as possible over
the acts of his associates. Farw?U v.
Boston and Worcester Railroad Co., 4
met., 49.'

"Shortly after I came upon the court
a case arose (Nolan v. Railroad. 70
Connecticut reports, 194) in which this
same 'fellow servant rule was relied on.
We applied it, as we were bound to do.
but with the observation that it whs
too firmly established a a law by a

multitude of decisions to be now re-
versed or seriously modified by any
exercise of the power vested In court.'
