Dear Sirs: I have received requests
from some of the members of s our as-
sociation to make my letters briefer.
1 shall accordingly not undertake in
this letter to do more than answer
some of your questions regarding a
court of commerce.

I sutrg-est-
. for consideration the fol-

lowing definite pian. Iet the legisla-
ture urovide three additional judges of
the superior court. Let the chief jus-
tice of the supreme court from time
to time assign a judge or judges of thesuprerior court to conduct the sessions
Qf the court of commerce. This court
should have legislative authority toact under its own simple rules of pro-
cedure and o fevidence, .which should
be so framed as both to prevent de-
lays in the settlement of controversies
and also to give the freedom of ry

necessary for the effective in-
vestigation and speedy and just. de-
termination of difficult and complex
commercial questions.

It is my belief that such a court
would be better adapted to deal witha good many intricate commercial
controversies than the ordinary court
of justice with its technical and rigid
procedure. But I now propose such a
court only for the determination df
controversies as to the reasonableness
and fairness of charges made and ser-
vices afforded by those who serve the
general public, including- particularly
the public service corpora-
tions.

You ask me to state the difference
between a court and a commission andto explain why a conrt is better for
the trial of controversies. If this ques-
tion were asked by an inquiring states-
man from Siam, or from some other
oriental nation, desirous of under-
standing w hy Anglo-Saxo- ns believe in
the separation of the judicial and ex-
ecutive departments of government. I
should consider it a natural question.
But has all the experience o four fath-
ers been so far forgotten that it is

therefore must be free from many
wholesome restraints against arbitra-
riness ind injustice with .vhich the
law has surrounded judicial activities.
I know also that the life training of
our judges peculiarly fits them t
weigh evidence, to analyze a complex
mass of facts and to apply logically
and justly to the relevant facts tha
rules of law and right reason properly
controlling the issues of the contro-
versy. I feel, moreover, in comman
with other men of sober thought, that
our judges are peculiarly protected by
the traditions of their high office and
by const itntii-na- l guarantees in the in-

dependent, signle-minde- d administra-
tion of justice.

But I ought not to have to argue this
point. Jt ought to be enough for me to
ask you in turn, and through you the
thoughtful people of Connecticut, to
refresh your memories of past strug-
gles for civil liberty, and to give for
yourselves the reasons why the per-
sonal and property rights of the peo-
ple ofthis country are protected, as no-
where else in the world, under a gov-
ernment of law. safeguarded by the
reference of controversies to the de-

termination of an independent and
trained judiciary.

If. as you say, and as I believe, the
thoughtful people of this state do not
snare the popular prejudice against
corporations and against railroads. I
ask them, through you. to secure for
us what they would- not deny to the
most despised and hated individual,
namely, the right to nave controver-
sies effecting important property
rights tried before a properly consti-
tuted judicial tribunal. Yours truly,
