"Crime," said the man in the smoking
compartment of the sleeper, "crops out
in moat unexpected quarters. If I
ware to tell you, gentlemen, that the
magazine of America, howling about
graft and felicitating themselves upon
their labors for virtue as they do, were
engaged in a conspiracy of many rami-
fications to suppress reform, you would
be astonished. Yet such is the sick-
ening fact. N

"I am a reformer myself. Some years
ago I engaged in the laudable work of
abolishing district schools, the plan be-
ing to unite all the schools of a town-
ship and have the children hauled to
the central graded school. A deter-
mined opposition came from some sa-cr- et

source and frustrated my efforts.
"Despairing of success in this line of

endeavor, I sought to abolish deer
hunting. For that purpose I went to
the New England states, which have
protected deer more successfully than
have any others, so successfully that
deer eat up cornfields and hunters
shoot, each other by mistake within
thirty miles of Boston.

"Deer hunting familiarizes the young
with firearms and puts guns and pis-
tols into their hands, with the result of
braeding truculence arrd lawlessness. It
is also cruel to the deer. After the
hunting season is over eyeless, broken-legge- d,

deer hobble all
over the cultured manufacturing states
that encourage thia sport and then pro-
tect the deer so thoroughly that when
once the season i3 over not a wounded
animal may be despatched. Again. I
and the devotad men associated with
me found a determined though secret
opposition.

"I found as a sort of haekfire. it
seemed to me a movement on foot to
protect wolves, giving them a five
years' clossd season.

IMMORAL PRIVILEGES.
The New York Tribune of the 29th

ult. defended the attitude of Police
Commissioner Cropsey against the im-

moral privileges granted tha small boy
on electiiji nisht. The Tribune said:

"With the mayor's attitude toward
election iiiht bonfires in the streets,
however, it is not so easy to agree,
and many will prefer that of the may-
or's appointee. Mr. Cropsey. The nay-o- r

recently discouraged an appeal for
the prohibition of such fires, on the
ground that 'it has been the imme-
morial privilege of the small boy to
burn bflrfels on election night, and we
may fiafve some difficulty in stopping
him.' itut custom should not sanction
an tjiruse. The evils of the bonfire prac-
tice are so serious. and so obvious as
v cull imperatively for its suppres-
sion.

"The effect upon the boys is bad, for
it encourages them in g.

A large part of their fuel is stolen,
so ne t,f it being of considerable value,
ami 1he building of the fires is a vio-
la tUn of la w. Tolerance of such do-i- 's

may encourage them to extend
tieir predatory habits to other things
than barrels and boxes, and to break
other ordinances than that against
bonfires. The practice is a nuisance
and a peril to the public, making the
tis) of the streets in some caees posi-
tively unsafe."

The immoral privileges of the Small
boys of Norwich, and. for that mat-
ter, of all New England cities, are un-
worthy of endorsement. It is not like-
ly thwt eight or ten weeks of toarrel
and box stealing, in addition to the,
rieilowe'en roguery and thefts and
danrnges to gardens and fences, make
better young men or citisens of them
later in life. The fact i,s of late years
the "kids"' who engage in the gang-wor- k

invade cellars and break epan
barns without any apparent realiza-
tion of to enormity of the ofTence,
and but for the good nature and tol-
erance of the sufferers thay would
make serious trouble for themselves
and their parents. What reason Is
there for a Christian community giv-
ing its Sunday school pupils immoral
privileges, anyhow?
