Attorney General Light's Opinion.

The opinion given by Attorney Gen-
eral Light followe:

“The voter must firat make a cross
mark (X) within the circle above the
name of the party at the head of his
ticket. If he desires to vote a straight |
ticket, he will not make any other|
murk upon it whatever; but If he de- i

gires to split his ticket by voting for
one or more nemes upon the other
ticlewl, he will make a oross mark (X))
In the voting space on the left and be- |
fore the name of the candidate on the!
other ticket for whom hea desires to
cast  his ballot, But in oase two or
more persons are to be elected to Ml
the same offlee, pnd any elector desives
o split Lie ticket, he will place a cross
mark (X) in the voting space on the
left wnd before the numes of such can-
didates for whom he desirez 1o cost
such ballol, such marks to bhe in addi- |
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within the cirele at the head of his|
party ticket.

“Biit an elector must keep in mind
that he is not to place o cross before
a greater number of mnames for any
office than the number appearing up-
on his own tickel for that particulay
office.

“He must slso keep in mind that in {
cast he desires to vote a split deker, |
he must place the cross at the left of |
zach name voted for on both tickets
{where two or more are named for the
same offlce on one ticket),

“Any other mark than the cross mark
(X) will render his ballot vold."”

Other Instructions. |

The following Instructions may
throw light upon some of the ques-
tiona that have arisen:

How to Vole a Straight Ticket—
Place an X in the circle above the
colimn whieh vou wish to vote. Black
iead pencil, only, mayv be usad. Fold
up the ballot in the same way that you
received ft. .

How to Vote n Split Ticket—Placa
an X in the cirele above the columm
which von wish to vote in the main.
Then place an X in front of the name
of & eandidate whose name appears in
another column for wheom you wish
to vote. Thir regivlers vour vote for
the candidate checked and Is equiva-
lent to scratehing the corresponding
nams in vour own party column.

Take the above ballot as an example.
You are a republican and wish tv vole
the ontire republiezn ticket, with the
exception of the candidate for comp-
troller. for which office vou mefer the
vandidate on Lhe democratic ticker.
Place on X in the civele over the re-
publican colunin and pince an X bLefora
thie nmane of Jobin M. Brady, the dem-
oeratic candidate for comptrollsr. Do
not ey to =eratch or mark out the

tlon to the mark required to be placed | e of Thomas D, Bradsireet, as that

Tie ¢ase may arlse In voting a split
ticket whereuy you wish lo elpamats

vou 1o not wish to vote for him. If
there is no opponent for whom you
wisli to vote, write In the blank col-
wnn gome name in the space opposite
the name wvou wish to eliminate. This
will accomplish vour purpose. Any
name probably would be permitted in
the Tlank eolumn, but is might be
well to use the actual mame of a vot-

| er in the towa, rather than a flotitious

name,
Although the instructions on  ihe
ballot say something about not using

a name in the blank column which is .

printed on the ticket, a llberal con-
struction, it would seeg, would allow
the use of a name of 1 mwan even if it
i2 on the ballot, If 1t s written in the
blank column at # place not corres-
ponding to the place where it appears
printed.

How to Vote for Representatives.—
It may be that you wish to vote for
representatives on  two tickets. Ee
careful to Indicate in such ease each
man that yvon vote for, The reason ix
that you mm=t not vote for more than
two representatives on the ticket.

For example: You may be n prohi-
bitlon wvoler and want to vote for the
two republican candidates for repre-
eestative. In that case yvou Pplace an
X bvelore the nemes of Henry W. Tih-
bits and Albert J. Balley, and placing

an X in the circle of the prohibition |

party, In ecase you want to vote for
Robert McNesly and Henry W, Tib-
bits, you place an X before holh names.
You are euntitled to vote for tweo rep-
resantatives, and if von split  »our
ticket an X must go before both names

vou wish to yote for. If vou check but
une, only that one will be counted.

How to Vote for Justices of the Peace.

justices or tas that privilege, so that it
is mecessary tg vote for 17 in order to
have any of them count, The oniy
trouble, as before. will come by an
attempt to split the ticket, If you are
a republican and desire to vote for
Franklin H. Brown for justice, place

X before Franklin 11. Brown's name.
You must ptace an X before 14 jigstices
on the repuiblican ticket. You can split
vour vote For justices so as to take in
all four tickets, but in doing s0 17
names must be checked. The reason for
this is that if a republican should place
an N before a democrat's name the
counters have no way of telling what
other 18 justices he wisher to yote for,
as there is no indiention that it is nee-
essarily the name opposite which he
wishes to scratch.

Don'ts.

Following are a few don'ts which tire
voters will do well to regard: \

Don't place an X at the left of any
name in a column when you have al-
ready placed an X In the cirele at the
top of the same column, except when
more than one candidate is to be chos-
en for tile sinie office (as in the case
of roapresentitives and justices of the
peace), and vou wish to split your
ticket and vole for one ar more of surth
candidales and not for athers, You
must then piace an X in the square at
! the jeft of ench name or nemes of such
| candidatas for whom you wigh to vots,
| whether in yvour own pariy column or
saome other coliinn. In such caze onlv
the names thus marked with the X
will be connted.

Pon't make any mark on a ballot ex-
cept an X in the circle or an X before
other names a8 above directed.

Don’t retrace or line over any por-
tion of tha X,

Pon't allow any portion of the X to
cross the Unes of the circle.

Don't under any clrcumsiances draw
any llnes through any name.

on’t use & pen or any colored or in-
delible leag pencil

Don't in cssge »ou gocldentally magle
vour ballet improperly, or inake a mis-
take, try to correat it or fix it up, bhot
snrrendsr it to the moderator In charge
and get 1 new hallot.
