Th-a- cover a period of many
years in art work and are consequently
notable for their great variety. There
are impressionist pictures ari well as
the regular school. A good example of
this class is tbe painting of the Boule
vard Garibaldi in Paris, in which the
effect of the midday heat is portrayed.
The portrait of Prof. Niemeyer is an
excellent piece of w ork and makes one
already acquainted with tha professor.
The Brook is an exquisite little bit of
form and color. Most of Mr. Thomp-
son's studies are soft and quiet in
tone and his later pictures remind one
of Whistler's. There are several of
thes-- nocturnal views with their air of
mystery so that practically ail meth-
ods and schools of art are represented.
Many of the pictures have already been
exhibited in New York and Philadel- -
phia and some are going from hers to
Hartford and Wasbing-ton- .
