MINOR LEAGUE TWIRLERS
i. MUST LEARN RIGHT DELIVERY.

Pitchers New to Big Leagues Have
Lots to Learn from Older Heads.
Method of delivery has a lot to do

with a pitcher's success in the big
leagues. Take the usual recruit from
the minor leagues and put him in a
championship same without any coaIiing. Seldom is it that ha has any
style, aa the. various peculiarities arc
known. As a rule he hurls the ball
with his arm alone, not bringing the
other muscles of his body into play.
A recruit oreaking .in as a major is
somewhat like a freshman entering a
college. There are degrees' of hazing
in both branches of human activity.
If the young-pitcbe- r is modest, com-
panionable and willing to learn, ha
generally will get along. But trie vet-
erans will not- - tolerate sullenness,
boastful beliavior or freshness. Thny
will not put themselves out to help
suh an individual along a bit.

There is an example of Jhis right
here among the Cubs. A
young chap named Kit Carson- - was
drafted and went south with the :team.
ITe wa a likabla fellow and the big
pitchers like Brown, Overall and Pfe!s-te- r

took to htm. It was a common thing
to see one of thene stars retire to
some quiet part of the .field with Car-
son and drill him in. getting the body
into the pitch. Carson came with the
minor league motion. This does not
apply to American association or
Southern league twirlers, for they
have the advantage of learning from
men who have been with the majors.
But the vast numbsr of other minor
pitchsrs simply stexr.d up in 'the mound
and wear out their arm.

Overall taught Carson his bending
motion, whero every ounce of weight
is brought into play and where the
back and shoulders take part of the
strain, instead of the arm alons.
Brown taught Kit the various balls to
use of some of - the great batsmen of
the league, and Pfe"ieter added advice
from his large store of information.
The result is that Carson is 200 per
cent, better than when he joined the
club. In his first time up against
Pittsburg, when he went in to relieve
a regular, he used all he haJ learned
and allowed one dinky hit to the
champs in the four innings . during
which he figured.

This sanio cass is true all around
the circuits. At Detroit such veterans
as MuTlin and Summers have given of
their fund of knowledge to newcomers
like Browning. This trio is a corker
and no other three pitchers in the
country have any mora: ability to teach
youngsters. tA Cleveland the new
men have been helped out by old Cy
Young. Falkenberg and Berger. It's
the same every place. Thus ars the
managers assisted in their labors and
the club owners have their new mate-
rial vastly strengthened in the fine
points of the game. Ths value of the
players is increased thereby, just be-
cause like the paces of
the youngsters and are willing to do
the brotherly a.ct. It is probable thatthy had to go through the same ex-
perience when they broke in.

A new twirler, however, who thinks
he knows it all and who bears a re
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- Interception, of the Ball.

In evolving forward pass plays there
w one cardinal poi.it which, every coaci,
s'noulu teach his pliye"rs, and that is to
select a.fcarety man for every forma-
tion in which the tell is t'.irown for.-war- d.

Generally: the player who throw's
t'as ball is selected to act &s the safety
man, but there are differeiij:: opinions
on the subject, so other players some-
times serve in thin capacity, saj s Wal
ter Eckersall. As the play is a chance
formation in which the bal generally
isthrown to eith?r side of the center,
the. player who throws the ball is in a
better position to tackle jyiy opponent
who might intercept the throw than
any other of the passer's sjde. In 1906.
the first year in which Jthe forward
pass was used, many long rutin were
mad3 because the offensive side did
not have a safety man on all forward
pass play. Since that tiuie the coach-
es have been careful enough to appoint
some player to look out tor anything
that might happen on a forward pass,
but there are some mentors who have
bean careless in making this point im-
perative. When Saner of ' Chicago
caught the ball on his five yard line in
last Saturday's game with Northwest-
ern he never could have madethat run
if Captain Manley had run over to the
side as soon as he had pass 3d the
oval. Manley. after throwing the ball,
stood still, and when Sauer intercept-
ed the throw the maroon had a run-
ning start on the purple captain, who
was unable to catch the fleet Midway
warrior. -

Practically the same conditions ex-
isted at Cambridge when one of the
crinuson backs intercepted a forward
pass thrown by one of the Brown
players and sprinted the length of the
field for a score. Cornell registered a
score on Vermont by the same means,
and several other runs were made be-
cause of the absence of a safety man.
It takes little effort for the passer to
run over to the unprotected territory
after the ball has been thrown and
he is in the bsst position to size up
immediately the possibilities of his
throw and know whether he will be
called upon to tackle or recover the
ball. Too much stress cannot be laid
on' this point and every coach should
see-t- o it that he has some player pro-
tecting on every formation in which
the ball is thrown forward. The passer
is the best man to act In this capaci-
ty provided he ie fast and whoever is
selected should be a fast runner and a
deadly tackier.

PUNT FORMATION
BEST FOR FORWARD PASS.

Linemen Can Do Their Part by Check-
ing Opponents' Secondary Defense.'

There are a number of coaches who
believe that one formation is better
thayi some others to execute success-
fully forward passes, but in the five
years in which the play has been
used the most success has been ob-

tained' in throwing ''the ball from a
punt or scattered formation. With a
center who can throw the 'ball back
with a lot of speed and accuracy and
with a passer who can either run or
throw the ball with desired results, a
team practically is assured, of success
with the play, says Walter Eckersall.
Tn executing the play from the punt
formation, it is. possible to give the
passes more protection and it also al-
lows the eligible players- - more time to
get out into positions to receive the
throw. If the passer catches the ball
and then starts to run to either side,
at the - same time getting the ball in
position to throw it as soon as the
proper time comes, he is sure to draw
some of the defensive players into
him, thus giving the players of his
own side a better chance to receive
the throw.

It is necessary to state in this con-
nection that the linemen on the oppo-
site side from which the play is sent
cun do a lot of good by breaking
through and checking the secondary
defensive players from cutting aeross
and spoiling the chances of success of
the play. Clever men in every play
is the spirit which should prevail in
formations of this kind, and if each
player performs his duty the play is
sure to gain ground. When the rules
committee eliminated the restHetion of
having the ball passed five yards out
on either side of the center 1t was
thought that a lot of passing would be
done over the center of the. line, but
rcn far thria rrn rien little nsnaslnir
over anv part of the line. Most of the
successful attempts have been off to
the side and the ball only has been
thrown over the forwards when one of
the tackles was eligible to receive it.

In some of the games forward pass- -
es have been attenrnted from delayed
passes of cris-croFs- es back of the
line, and in the majority of cases these
attempts have been unsuccessful be-
cause the opposing linemen have brok-
en throua-- and tackled the passer-be- -

Et?ad:ly at 72 miles an hour, Joe
H iran. diivlng a Lozier ear, today won
tho L'aO mile speedway grand prize andp;t a new American record for the dis-
tance.

His time of 3 hours. 26 minutes and
l.i.lO seconds beats the previous rec-
ord of 4 hours. ZS minutes, 57 5 sec-
onds, made by Burman in a Buiek at
the Indianapolis speedway on Aug-- 19,
1909. and comes within four minutes of
equaling: the world's record for 300
miles made at Brooklands, England.
Horan took down $3,000 of the'1 J5,000
prize offered for the race.

FINANCIAL AND

Time Inopportune for Large Extension
of Speculative Commitment.

New York, Nov. 7. The stock mar-
ket came to the eve of the elections ina state of n. How farthat action was due to solicHude r

the political outcome and how far to
a renewed consideration of possible
further unfavorable developments in
other directions did not clearly armear.
The shrinking volume of the transac-
tions made H clear, however, that the
time was considered inopportune forlarge extension of speculative com-
mitments. Union Pacific came forward
into greater relative procinence, sup-
planting Reading in the .position aec-on- rt

to United States Steel. The pro-
portion of United Btates Steel to the
total dealings was maintained at near
one-thi- rd and the combined dealings
in Union Pacific and Reading exceed-
ed slightly the transactions in United
States Steel. The reason for the in-
creased attention given to Union Pa-
cific was not forthcoming. eyond the
assertion that the buyer who were
Influential in last week's movement
in United States Steel had diverted a
large share of activity into the rail-
road stocks. The market closed ir-
regular but with renewed upbidding
of Union Pacific for sustaining pur-
poses.

The statistics of the Copper Produ-rer- s'

association lor October were a
distinct disappointment of the more
sanguine of the expectations which
have been fostered by stock market
tips for some time put. The publica-
tion, also, was made in advance of the
usual period for its appearance, with
the result of suggesting a purpose to
hasten the disclosure of its contents.
The early publication colnidei with
active (firculation of new rumors con-
cerning the copper trade and a sup-
posed intention to advance the prices
of the copper industrials. Copper
stocks were reduced te the extent of
9.531,400 pounds during October, but
this eompares with a decrease of

in September. Production in
October was almost 7,000.000 pounds
greater than in September, and 3aily
averajes as well as the total expand-
ing. Deliveries for the tame period
fell o'ff, especially those for export,
which were 6,900,01)0 pounds below
thoe for September. Thus the re-
sults of the promised curtailment of
production are still iurther postponed.
The effect of this showing on the cop-
per industrials nas partly neutralised
by the revived rumors of harmoniza-
tion of the principal American copper
interests.

Railroads in the southern group
showed some special strength owing
to the decision of the interstate com-
merce commission in favor of rate
advances asked for.

Tho money position remained un-
certain. Time loans were strong and
call money again touched 4 4 per
cent., last week's maximum. The pri-
vate discount rate advanced in Lon-
don. The foreign exchange market
here continued to recede; the Paris
exchange rate especially yielding
sharply. This was corroborative of
the assertion that Paris bankers are
advancing funds to New York borrow-
ers on finance bills. The threatened
tariff dispute with, Germany over the
potash trade regulation was reflected
in weakness in the fertilizer stocks.
