MILK 'AND 'FOOD INSPECTOR.

Waterbury's Official Kept Busy Ac-

complishes Many Reforms.

Dr. Peter T. Keeley, the milk and
food inspector, is perhaps one of tha
busiest men in Waterbury. He has tha
duty of inxpetintr all the milk and food
of any kind that is used in the entire
city, and not only does he inspect all
the wholesale and retail houses in tha
city, order improvements when im-

provements are needed, but lie also
examines ,a)l the nearby sources of
milk and food that are not under gov-
ernment inspection. This Includes an,
area in which about 400 dairies ira
kept and 'besides eight slaughter
houses, scattered all over this part ol
the state, and all must undergo a mi-

nute examination.'
If Dr. Keeley finds conditions bad he)

orders them improved and gives in-

structions how to go about It. If on
a teconl visit he finds the same condi-
tions, he reports Immediately to tha
board of health and steps are taken to
close up that particular place, he it a
slaughter house, a dairy or a retail
or wholesale house. Most of his in.
structions however, are carried out
and he has not had to put a ban upofe
any place in particular for some trm,
There 'have been a. number of instance
where the improvements ordered wer;
h little tardy, but as a rule everything)
has been managed amicably.

TOO MUCH ELECTRICITY

Results in Troublesome Fire in Four-Ne-

Britain Houses.

At New Britain four houses caughfl
fire almost simultaneously, fuses werf
blown 'out in seven or eight others, and
about 35. arc lights and 23 Ucandescenl
street lights were burned out as tha
result of trouble which occurred on tha
south circuit of the electric lighting
svstem Saturday night.
