Employers' Liability.
In a decision affirming a verdict for

the plaintiff in the case or Mary A.
Hogle v5. the Franklin Manufacturing
company of Svracuse, the New York
court or anpsals extends the liability
of an employer for the acts of his ser-

vants to acts committed outside of
the regular employment. It seems that
the defendants employes had been in
the habit of throwing piaces of iron
from the windows of the factory on to
the plaintiff's premises. The plaintiff a

huriband asked the president of the
company to Save that practice stopped,
as he feared that someone would ba
hurt. The president promised to have
it stopped and he warned the employes
that anyone seen throwing anything
upon the plaintiff's lot would ba dis-
charged. The practice continued until
the plaintiff was hit by a piece of iron
and badlv injured. Suit was brought
on the ground of negligence, but the
trial court set aside a verdict for the
plaintiff because tha acts of the de-

fendant's employes were not within the
scope of their employment. Suit was
then brought on the grounds of negli-
gence and nuisance, and the verdict
for tha plaintiff has been affirmed by
the court of appeals. Part of the opin-
ion follows:

The defendant furnished the place
from which and the means with which
habitual trespasses calculated to in-

flict personal injury were committed
on the adjoining premises ot the plain-
tiff. The defendant knew'of the prac-
tice and knew that it had existed for
a long time, and while some efforts
were made to prevent it the evil con-
tinued, and even grew worse. An occa-
sional trespass of this kind committed
bv the defendant's workmen would not
w:arrant the jury in finding it guilty
of suffering or maintaining a nuisance,
but when the practice became hait-ua- l

and the injury direct, substantial
and well known, I think the duty of
the defendant became absolute and
that it was guilty of suffering a nuis-
ance to continue on its land if it did
not prevent the evil.

Judge Vann. writing the opinion,
said further that there was high au-
thority for sustaining the verdict on
the ground of negligence without re-
gard to the ground of nuisance, and
he cited a case In :point decided by the
supreme court of the United States.
