FORMAL REPORT MADE

By Interstate Commerce Commission—
Less Incenvenience Teo, and Payment
of Less Charges by Shippers.

Washington, Nov. 1§.—"The new uni-
form demurrage rules, applied in a
proper spirit, will result in less incon-
venience to, and in the payment of less
demurrage charges by, the shippers of
New England than under the old regu-
