OVER-CIT- FLYING.

Latham's Record in That Respect a
Brilliant Achievement.

Hubert Latham, the French aviator,
gave a new exhibition of his nerve and
daring Monday in his flight ovsr the
city of Baltimore for the Baltimore
Sun's prize of five thousand dollars,
and his work marks an interesting ad-
vance step in the history of 'man-fligh- t.

The aviator was aloft forty-fiv- e min-
utes and during that time he flew over
the city in all directions, rooftops and
other vantage points being occupied by
spectators bent on following his prog-
ress. Latham had to contend with a
wind blowing at from' seven to fifteen
miles an .hour, and he was not content
to make a cautious flight but indulged
In the gyrations for which he has be-
come famous, darting up and down and
going through various evolutions to
height'?n the interest of the spectacle.
His flight from th aviation field to
Fort McHenry and thence up the inner
harbor, over Baltimore by routes that
covered the principal districts of the
city and its environ?, and then back to
the aviation neld was made in a fifty
horse power monoplane without a stop.

His work easily seta a record for
over-oit- y flying, and constitutes a bril-
liant feature of a meet that suffered
severely from adverse weather condi-
tions at the outset. There is yet much
to be desired in making aeroplane mo-
tors trustworthy and devising means
of lessening the strain upon other
parts ot the machine, but recent ex-
hibitions show that the aeroplane is
much more dependable than anybody
believed up to the present record-makin- g

season. Quite as significant in
its way as the Latham performance
was the mile-- a minute flight across
country from Dayton to Columbus with
a Wright flyer carrying a consignment
of silk goods.

PERSONAL TAX LAW.

May' Cause Confusion Many Will Be
Exempt Who Now Pay Poll Tax.

The personal tax law seems likely
to cause more or less confusion be-
fore it is working as well as the poll
and commutation, tax law has worked
to recent years, says the Daribury
correspondent of The Ansonla Senti-
nel. The greatest amount of confu-
sion seems likely to grow out of the
qnestion of exemption ifrom this tax.
The law reads : "Every male person
between the ages of 21 and 60 years
shall, except as otherwise specially
provided by law, be liable to pay a
personal tax of two dollars for town
and state taxes in lieu of a poll and
commutation tax." Farther along in
the same act is the following: "The
provisions of the general statutes
which relate to exemptions from poll
and commutation taxes shall continue
to be operative in. exemption from
personal taxes."

Formerly Paid One Dollar.
It is a. well known fact that under

the old law many persons between theages of 21 and 45, who ware exempt
from military tax. paid a one dollar
poll tax. Under the present law thesepersons are exempt from any tax
whatever, it is stated, because thestatutory provision which extemptsd
