Ap-
palling as is this number of fatalities,
it is only approximately one-ha- lf as
large as a year ago, when the number
was twenty-nin- e, indicating that the
new rules, while . they have not en-
tirely eliminated the danger feature of
football, have been successful in cut-
ting down the number of fatal acci-
dents.

Of the eighteen deaths reported to
date, thirteen have occurred since the
football season opened this fall. The
other five were of players Injured un-
der the old rules, the most notable
name in the latter list being that of
Earl D. Wilson, the Annapolis mid-
shipman, who hovered between life
ani death from last October to April
14, when he died in the naval hospital
at Annapolis.

One . of the recent fatalities was
that of Capt. Rudolph Monk of the
University of West Virginia, who died
while playing against Bethany col-
lege. Monk's death caused the can-
cellation of the 'balance of the sched-
ules at both West Virginia and Beth-
any.- Among the other colleges can-
celling its games because of death of
a player was Wabash college of Indi-
ana, following the death of Ralph Wil-
son, a halfback of the eleven, who
expired in a St. Louis hospital fol-
lowing injuries sustained In the

of St. Louis game the
day before.

Shortly after the new rules made
their appearance last spring a number
of prominent football coaches and
critics declared that the increased
open play would not materially reduce
the number of injuries, and that pre-
diction had been fully home out by
the injuries reported from gridirons
in all sections of the country this fall.
The total number of cases of frac-
tured bones is 250, while instances of
dislocations to ligaments swell the to-

tal to considerably above 400.
