Ar of Higher. Standard Sine Laws
Became So Stringent.

There are many Interesting facts in
the investigation of foods and drugs
as carried on by the Connecticut ex-
periment station in New Haven under
the supervision of John P. Street. Ev-
ery year there is a report issued, but
it seldom lands in the kitchen, where
its information would be most use-
ful. For fourteen years, now, foods
have been tested in the station. In
the first place, foods were tested to
uee If they were pure, and since the
passage of the pure food law they are
tested to see If the law is enforced.

Prepared foods on the market have
become much purer since 1896. Take,
for instance, coffee. The last exam-
ination of twenty-eig- ht samples of
this found none adulterated and full,
weight given in practically every case.
In 1S38. the first year that coffee was
examined, of sixty-liv- e ground coffees,
fifty-eig- ht were adulterated; of forty-fo- ur

samples of unground coffee, elev-
en were adulterated.

In spices, which have been kept
carefully under the station's official
eye. there has been the remarkable
progress towards purity from 57 per
cent, pure spice in 1896 to 91 per cent,
of those examined last fear. This
progress towards giving the honest ar-
ticle to the buyer is true of all foods
since the pure food law was passed,
except extracts and catsups.

Vanilla is the most Imitated extract.
The vanilla bean costs $11 a pound
and the tonka bean about 75 cents a
pound. Extract made up of tonka bean
flavoring1, and colored with caramel
is still palmed off as vanilla extract.
However, there is plenty of unadulter-
ated vanilla for sale and Mr. Street
will gladly supply each housekeeper
with his latest report. There is a list
of forty-on- e vanillas now on sale in
the stores, which are not adulterated.
The list of adulterated or illegally la-
beled Compound Vanilla Extract is
thirty-on- e.

No matter what kind of breakfast
(food the different members of the
family want to eat, it is all right. The
one who buys for the table need not
fear that hay or chaff or excelsior is
being eaten, however much some ce-

reals may resemble these articles, for
of forty-eig- ht kinds which were found
for sale in the state, all were "appar-
ently made from the grains named on
the label."

A WILD TOBACCO.

New Kind of Weed Successfully Rais-

ed in Tariffville This Season.

A Tariffville correspondent writes:
A successful experiment with a new
tobacco that bad never been raised in
tha Connecticut valley before this
year, is made by A. J. Ketchen, a to-

bacco grower, on his farm here.
According to the story, Mr. Ketchen

found the seed of the tobacco while
spending the winter months last year
in the Bermuda islancis. The tobacco
was growing wild in that county, and
some times to a neignt. ot n or iz ieei
and with almost twice tha number of
leaves found on an ordinary stalk of
Connecticut broad leaf. Mr. Ketchen
secured some of the seed from an unr
usually large plant and sent it to his
son, William Ketchen. who is also a
tobacco grower near Tariffville."

The seed was received last winter
and put away until Mr. Ketchen re-
turned from the Bermudas In the lat-
ter part of May, when it was sown in
the sprouting beds on hia farm. The
plants developed rapidly in the seed
bds and he had attained the desirable
height for setting purposes about July
4. Six hundred plants were set in the
fields, fully one month after the sets
had been made of Havana and seed
plants. The plants developed quickly
and had attained fully as matured a
growth as the Havana and Connecti-
cut seed plants when the harvesting
season began. The plants had then
grown to an average height of 10
foot, with an average growth of 34 to
the stalk, about twice the number
crown on an ordinary plant. The stalk
growth was also correspondingly large
and RveYaged about two inches in di-

ameter.
The primary method of harvesting

was used, the plant being picked at
about the same time that the shade-grow- n

tobacco harvest was made. Mr.
Ketchen followed the ordinary meth-
ods of curing and now that the en-

tire crop has been cured, he has had
some of the leading jobbers and ex-

perts on ieaf tobacco from various
parts of the country examine them.
The leaves are very smoot, soft and
silky, and are apparently equal to the
best EhaJe roan tobacco. Samples of
this tobacco have been shipped to
various jobbers and manufacturers of
cigars who will determine upon the
working qualities of the leaf.

FISCAL YEAR

Might Better End Jan. 1st Than April
1st, Bridgeport Thinks.

There is a strong sentiment among
Bridgeport city officials, says the Stan-
dard, that the city's fiscal year should
commence on Jan. 1 instead of April
