Revolutionary Obstructionists.
It has been stated in these columns

and is commonly understood that the
legislatures of some 29 states, or near-
ly two-thir- ds of the whole number,
have presented resolutions to congress
in recent years, asking that a conven-
tion be called to submit an amend-
ment for the popular election of Unit-
ed fcJtates senators. In that case only
two more states would need to act in
the same way to compel the calling
of such a convention. '

Certain persons, however, interested
in this movement and having an eye
on the coming conference of, govern-
ors at Frankfort, Ky., November 29 to
December 23, have been at the pains
of examining the records. They an-
nounce the hndin that while 2'J state
legislatures have passed such resolu-
tions, no less than 12 of these lack the
form of an application to congress and
would not probably be considered of
binding effect by the United States
senate, which is the block in the way
of this reform. Four other resolu-
tions of application were apparently
never tiled with congress, it is the
purpose of these interested ones to
have the matter brought before the
governors at the Frankfort conference
in the idea that some common form of
application be drawn up and that the
governors shall use their influence
tach in his own state, to have such a
resolution adopted. There will be leg-
islative sessions ill no less than 42
states next year.

This action may well be taken,
whatever the situation is in respect
to applications already made to con-
gress. But meanticie those members
of the United States senate who have
been barring the way to the submis-
sion of an amendment in the order
hitherto followed should promptly re-

consider their position. It is becom-
ing indefensible to the last degree.
They must know bi" this time that at
least a majority of the states want
this change. It is becoming evident
that a very great majority of them
want it. Many of them have already
taken measure's in a lawful way to
secure in a more or less limping man-
ner what the federal constitution in
effect does not allow. Other states are
one by one adopting the same course.

The framers of the federal consti-
tution had no intention of placing the
American nation under their hand
long after they were dead and against
tne settled will of the peopie of that
nation in futuve years. They provid-
ed ways of amendment, and the one
way hitherto followed has been block-
ed by these senatorial obstructionists
in tneir own sel.lsh interests. It has
been blocked right in the tace of the
most conclusive evidence that a great
rnajorUy of the states and the peo-
ple want the change. And those in
official position who thus prevent a
change in the constitution in a consti-
tutional manner are no better than
violent revolutionists.

It would be well for the national
house at the coming short session to
send to the senate again, as several
times heretofore, a resoiutino submit-
ting sue han amendment to the state
legislatures. Give these revolutionary
obstructionists, in other words, one
more chance to recede from their ex-
traordinary position. Then, if there
is again a failure to butige, the move-
ment to compel a convention can be
completed, if not in one way then
in the other will this change In the
constitution be brought about. It is
for the senate to say whether or not
the amendment shall be submitted di-

rectly or through the untried method
of a convention, which may open the
door to all sorts of other constitution-
al changes of less maturity than
this one. Springfield Republican.

The speaker of th evening was Har-ry S- - Myers, assistant general secre-tary of the Young People's Missionary
Movement, and the subject of his ad-
dress, which- he treated in a forceful
and interesting manner, with the aid
of the stereopticon, was The Church
in Training for the World Task.

IMr. Myers said that he thought we
all had more or less of an idea of the
task that confronts the world at thepresent time.. There are three reasons
especially why the church should be
praying for the fulfilment of this task.
The first is because of the need of
Christ: the second, because of thegreat need of the church, for in exert-
ing itself along these lines there is
sure to follow a decided increase in
spiritual Ufa; and. thirdly, the world,
as was shown in such ia powerful man --

tier Thursday evening, is in dire need
of spiritual enlightenment and quick-
ening. A number of organizations
have Deen established to bring about
this happy state of affairs, that a good
many Christian workers are praying
for. and laboring to obtain, and in
many cases they have spread out ftir
beyond the scope they were originally
planned to cover.

Pictures were thrown on the screen
at this time to illustrate the statement
that the church is in training for the
world task. The leaders in this move-
ment, from the earliest beginnings
down to the present time, were shown,
a glimpse Into the life and activities
of several summer conferences was af-
forded, that noted especially being the
1910 conference held at Silver Bay,
near Lake George. After throwing on
the . canvas a slide showing the per-
centage of heathen people in this world
of ours, as compared with the follow-
ers of the several faiths, which told its
own story in a most effective manner,

see for themselves the work that is
being carried on.

the eubject being The Adequate Pro-
gramme of Missionary Education in
the Sunday School.

He proceeded to show why mission
study is necessary in the Sunday
school, it being brought out that it de-
velops Christian faith and character
and that the missionary spirit ie the
necessary Christian spirit. For chil-
dren between 12 and 16 there should
be Christian companionship and it is
a time when they are going to have a
hero. They are impressionable then
and it is the proper tiling that they
should know of the great missionary
workers of th centuries that they may
see in one of them the hero they ad-
mire. A study of the mission work will
widen the vision of God.

The future missionaries are in the
Sunday schools and the future money
for their support must come from those
pupils. Missions should be taught in
the Sunday schools, which can be
done by using the mission pictures,
mottoe. hymns and prayers. General
exercises are a great help, while the
use of the church flag of white with a
red cross on a ground of blue has
much influence when allegiance is
pledged to it. ' An atmosphere can be
given to a Sunday school room which
will have a great influence upon the
children. Heroes of the cross should
be brought Into Sunday school life.
Missionary programmes must be ar-
ranged so as to be interesting and in-
structive and it should be taken up
each ctasa hour.

Rev. Mr. Iegg advocated by all
means the grading of the Sunday
schools. They are a great benefit, al-
lowing the teachers to teach much
more than the other quarterlies allow
and a wider Idea of Christian work
can he given the pupil. The pupols of
the Sunday schools are being restricted
by not being in graded schools. The
Bible should be studies as one would
study chemistry in the laboratory, by
getting down to the vital point.

There was a general participation in
the conference and it pro"ed a very
profitable hour.

. Superintendents' Union.
At supper Friday evening, at which

there were over twenty superinten-
dents from the different Sunday
schools in the ciy, Rev. Albert E. Legg
made a brief but impassioned plea for
further missionary activities in the
Sunday school, and as a result it was
voted by those present to organize a
Norwich Sunday school superinten-
dents' union. Frederic J. Werking of
the Taftville Congregational church,
Herbert W. Cary of the Broadway
Congregational church, and J. Holland
I.arrabee of the Second Congregation-
al church, were appointed as a com-
mittee on organization to bring about
the formation of such a society.

Mission Study and Section Work.
Between seven and eight o'clock in

the prayer meeting rooms of the Cen-
tral Baptist church were held classes
in mission study and section work and
were conducted by the following: (1)
Elementary section, for teachers of
children up to 12 years old. Miss
Stooker; (2) Intermediate section, for
teachors of boys and ijirls from 13 to
16 years old, Miss Howard; (3) Senior
section, for teachers of young people
from 17 to 19 years old, Mr. Myers;
(4) Adult section (two classes), (a)
home missions. Mr. Legg. (b) foreign
missions. Rev. Mr. Greene of Moosup.
AH of these classes were well attend-
ed, as on Thursday evening and the
work carried on there was of interest
and of Immeasurable profit to all.

The platform meeting, opening at 8
o'clock, in the main hall of the CentralBaptist church, was well attended.
Rev. E. S. Worcester opened the meet-
ing by reading a nortion of. Scripture

Frank Edward - Johnson Addresses
Harvard Travelers' Club and will
Speak Before National Geographical
Society.

Frank Edward Johnson of this city
was the guest of honor at a dinner
given hy Prof. W. M. Davis, the Har-
vard geologist," and several members
of the Harvard Travelers' club, last
Friday, November 25. Invited to meet
him were Charles W. Furlong, author
of The Gateway to the Sahara; John
Cabot, the authority on Indian life in
Labrador; Dr. William Lord Smith,
the hunter, sportsman and Persian ex-
plorer; Prof. Edwin H. Hall, the phys-
icist, and several others. After dinner
Mr. Johnson addressed the members
of the Harvard Travelers' club on
Tunisia, its Troglodytes, Roman ru-
ins and Mosques.

The interest aroused in this talk was
so great that Mr. Johnson has been in-
vited to repeat his lecture at two of
the best-know- n clubs in Boston, also
to the Boston public library. As he
is sailing for Tunis immediately after
his lecture to the National Geograph-
ical society in Washington, D. C, on
January 6, it was impossible to accept.
He has however accepted for Novem-
ber 2. 1911.

Mr. Johnson, it will be remembered,
had experiences in Tunis on his visit
there, which he will not eare to have
repeated, as he was attacked and
roughly handled by the people there at
that time. He is in receipt, of a let-
ter, however from British Consul Al-
varez, which states that it is safe for
him to go back there now, but he did
not advise him to return at once, he-cau- se

of the fact that there are 286
cases of Asiatic cholera there now. It
is mostly in the Iraelite quarter, how-
ever.
