PRICES UNSETTLED.

Reached for Some Weeks.

(pendinsr a further test of existing; laws,
while his efforts at increased economy
in the conduct of governmental affairs
came in for much favorable criticism.

T-h-e reports hinting at a shutdown
in the steel and iron districts were pre-
ceded by advices from Pittsburg which
stated that the number of men now
idle in that center already exceeds 15,-00- 0.

In line with this were rumors
that some of the railroads had deter-mine- d

to cancel orders for equipment
and that a general policy of retrench-
ment would soon be announced T the
leading transportation systems.

During the early part of the stock
market session the list moved aimless-
ly within fractional limits, save in the
cnse of the Gould group, which display-
ed a renewal of last week's heaviness.
